Meeting called to order at 7:08 PM by Loren Unterseher
Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the February meeting were reviewed. Allen made a motion to approve the minutes, Mick seconded, all in favor, motion passed.
President’s Report
Loren briefly discussed a disagreement MVYHA had with District 2 regarding a U10A game from the previous weekend. Loren then mentioned that the Squirt A team was in the district championship game and wished them luck.
Vice President’s Report
Ernie reported that to date there has been only one nomination for the open board positions. Elections will be held April 2nd.
Treasurer’s Report
Allen reported a positive cash flow, as teams are turning in their ice bills. To date 8 of 19 teams have paid in full. Very little outflow; mainly non-parent coaches turning in expense reports. More vouchers also coming in. A brief discussion followed regarding the makeup of the voucher program. We are expecting one more ice bill from the Super Rink for February ice, and the Oval ice bill will be due soon. There were no weather related cancellations at the Oval this past hockey season. Team ice bills were higher this year; ice costs were more, each team had an average of approximately 5 more hours of ice over last year, MVYHA added Acceleration MN sessions and we had the team apparel orders built into the ice bills. Peter made a motion to approve Allen’s report, Carrie seconded the motion, all were in favor, the motion passed.
Tryout Coordinator
Scott reported that at this point in time there should be very few changes to the tryout procedures in 2007.
District 2 Report
Mike Sullivan was not present at the meeting.
Registration Coordinator

Jeff reported that he has begun the task of contacting families who are not within the boundaries of the Mounds View High School attendance areas as defined by District 621, and whose children are currently playing in the Mounds View Youth Hockey Program. These families are not eligible and must be wavered into the Association in order to continue participating. There was discussion outlining the proper steps each family must take, and the responsibility lies solely on each family to pursue this. Jeff asked that each board member be aware of the rules and guidelines pertaining to this issue.
Initiation Coordinator

Pat Nagle reported. Initiation team bills are out to all the teams. Pat wanted to thank MAGNET STREET for providing each child in the Initiation program with a magnet listing their particular team logo and the entire roster. The Initiation regular season is now complete and the 3 on 3 March format is now in full swing. We are still looking for a candidate for an Initiation Coordinator.
Girls Coordinator

All the girls’ teams are now done with district play. Both the U12’s and U10’s had successful seasons.
Boys Coordinator

Pat reported on some successes in the Squirt and Bantam programs this year. The Squirt A team recently won a shootout game in the semi-finals of district playoffs and is now in the championship game. Teams can now schedule film reviews with Acceleration MN, so kids can see their development from the beginning of the year. So far there has not been a lot of response from the teams. Scott Payzant then reported that his Pee Wee team just completed the film session and it was extremely well received by the kids, and very informative. Pat reported that in the first weekend of district play MVYHA had 2 cancellations and 1 no show for the slots we were assigned to cover. Pat will have the coaches’ evaluation forms mailed out shortly.
Ice Commissioner

Peter reported we are basically done with the 06-07 hockey season with regards to ice time. We need to complete an application for ice time with Ramsey County for the 07-08 season. Peter is currently working with Scott Payzant to secure September ice for tryout warm-ups. Friday summer program: 1 spot left for the younger kids. Friday spring program: 4 spots left for the younger kids. Summer of Hockey on Sunday
night registration is progressing nicely.  More registrations coming in everyday - hope we can fill it up.
Equipment Coordinator

Carrie reported that she needs all the jerseys back, at her house, prior to March 19th. There are some goalies in the program that have purchased their own equipment who now want to sell it to the Association for a reduced price. We will only buy equipment that we need.
Old Business

Mike Gallagher made a motion to approve the revised MVYHA handbook. Allen seconded the motion. A brief discussion followed. All were in favor, motion passed.
New business
An Association member brought up the issue of the non-eligible families who are currently in the program. His discussion was centered on the value these families could bring to the Association. The board discussion then focused on the steps these families could take to get through the waiver process.
Allen made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Pat and a unanimous vote to adjourn followed. The meeting adjourned at 8:42 PM
