Meeting called to order at 7:01 PM by Loren Unterseher
Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the August 2006 Board Meeting were reviewed. Allen made a motion to approve the minutes, Ernie seconded and the motion passed.
President’s Report
Loren introduced Mike Sullivan as our new District 2 representative and thanked him for offering his time. Our new website is up and running. We will have on-line registration next year. Thank you to Amy Hennen for her hard work in getting the site going. Registration went great this year; special thanks to registration coordinator Jeff Seplak for a job well done. The MV apparel was well received; thank you to Pat Nagle. Loren has had some conversations with Joe Dziedzic regarding his upcoming contract.

Vice President’s Report
Ernie is working to fill remaining spots in the upcoming Thanksgiving tournament. Irondale Hockey is also working on this. Ernie is looking for a larger presence of board members volunteering at the Tournament then we have had in year’s past. All other preparations are going very well so far. He is working with June Stoltz to get the managers books together. There was a discussion about doing a broadcast to the association on how many possible teams per level we anticipate.

Treasurer’s Report
Allen passed out a balance sheet. Income and expenses were discussed, highlighting the recent registration income. Gaming proceeds from Lake Region hockey are down. They recently lost a site in Maple Grove, but they have added a new site in Mounds View. We have paid our first ice bill to Ramsey County. We have paid all tournament fees for our association teams for the 06-07 season. MVYHA recently filed our IRS form 990. We also have to submit our Charitable Gambling Annual Report with the Minnesota Attorney General. Motion made by Allen to have he and Loren sign the report, Mike seconded the motion and it passed. MVYHA received a $280 grant from the Minnesota Community Foundation. A thank you will be sent to them for their generosity.
District 2 Report

Mike Sullivan introduced himself to the board.
Registration Coordinator

Jeff thanked all board members for their participation in a very successful registration. He added that we had several non-board members help, and wanted to point out June Stoltz and Deanna Reisdorfer, as they were instrumental in letting Jeff get more done than anticipated both nights of registration. 

Tryout Coordinator

Scott reported that warm-ups have started. Because of numbers, Bantams had 3 groups. MV High School hockey coach will attend some sessions at all levels. Joe Dziedzic has developed some drills that he would like to see in tryouts. The Girls tryout evaluators are all locked in; still following up on the boy’s evaluators. We have all the volunteers needed in place to run the tryouts effectively. Tryout cards should go out in the mail early the week of September 18th.

Initiation Coordinator

There was a notable decline in numbers to date at the initiation level. Kenneth Holloman will be the upper level initiation coordinator. Paul Harrington was introduced at an earlier meeting as the lower level coordinator.

Girls Coordinator

Mike reported that all the waivers have been signed by the girls at the U14 level; Mike obtained Loren’s signatures at this meeting and then delivered them to Roseville. The Try Goalie session is set. A U10B coach has been identified. A Try Hockey session is set for September 24th for girls K thru 5th grade.

Boys Coordinator

Of 230 traveling players, 216 completed their MV hockey apparel orders. Coaches’ meeting will be in the last week of September. Due to what is believed to be very limited use last year, Pat proposed that we do not renew our Flexx Coach registrations. We would look at a case by case need. All tournaments are in place for all teams at all levels.
Ice Commissioner

Peter reported that blackout dates for all levels have been submitted to District 2. The initiation schedules distributed on registration night were an old draft. A communication must go out to all initiation families informing them that the correct schedule is on our website.
Equipment Coordinator

Carrie Northrop was not present.

Old Business

Mike Gallagher thanked John Kripotos and Coordinated Business Systems, LTD (Jim Oricchio, President 612-894-9460) for their contributions to getting over 1900 MVYHA fliers distributed to 6 local schools.
A motion was made by Ernie Peake to allow the coaches selection committee to choose coaches not on the approved coaches list for head coaching positions, in the unlikely event that MVYHA ends up with any teams that do not have a son or daughter of any coaches on the approved list. Mike Gallagher seconded the motion. There were 10 votes in favor, one against. The motion passed. Ernie than made a motion that the head coach of all A teams Pee Wee and above have the final 3 selections to the team out of the next 6 in the pool after the initial 12 are determined by scoring. The motion also included a change in the scoring system, stating that a score of 8 is an A player, a 6 is a B player and a 4 is a C player. Scott Payzant seconded the motion. There were 10 votes in favor, one against. The motion passed.
New business
A member of the association that was present brought to our attention that any board votes done via electronic means may have to be ratified at the next in person board meeting. This will be looked into and discussed in old business at our next meeting. Mike Gallagher introduced a proposal to move the team operating accounts and the team money market account to Bank of the West. Some concerns with convenience were brought by board members; Loren asked Allen to explore other options.
Allen made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Scott and a unanimous vote to adjourn followed. The meeting adjourned at 9:42 PM.
