Secretary’s Report 

The minutes of the March 6th, 2006 Board Meeting were reviewed. Allen motioned to accept the minutes as recorded, seconded by Tom S. Voting followed with approval on a vote of 10 for and zero against.

Treasurer’s Report

Mike is currently collecting comments from coaches.

The Coop with Stillwater this past season for the U14 girls won’t be an option next season. Mike is already pursuing opportunities for next year.

Equipment Coordinator 
Due to the snow day the equipment turn in night didn’t take place as planned. Most of the equipment is at Carrie’s house and she will bring it over and inventory it in the near future. She is working on coordinating a new turn in equipment night.

NESR/Ace Coordinator

HEP testing was completed at he Squirt and Peewee levels this season. This will need to be an ongoing event, being done each season.

Helmets will be a mandatory requirement next season for all coaches.

Coach’s evaluations are completed and will be going out in the mail this week.

Ice Commissioner

Peter has a lot going on right now concerning Ice time. He is working with the Super Rink now; his thoughts are that with 4 new rinks opening up this fall, Ice should be readily available. He will have the first draft of SuperRink ice by April 7th.

He is working hard to obtain even more ice for next season.

Ramsey County is accepting bids for next year. He has contacted Irondale to get their registration numbers so he can put together his needs and send in our bid.

Old Business

Volunteer/Appreciation Banquet, as discussed earlier, could be at North Oaks CC; open dates are April 18th or 19th. Pat will work with Ernie to finalize arrangements and send invitations to coaches via e-announcement
The Boy’s Coordinator amendment change was brought up for discussion. Ernie commented on the purpose of this role. The intention is to separate the duties of the boys program from that of the President, so the President’s role can be to manage and run the Board and the Boy’s Coordinator will be to oversee the Boy’s program, teams, organizing tournaments and working with level coordinators.

The amendment change: To re-name the Board position of the North East Suburban League Coordinator to that of Boy’s Coordinator, and take on the role of overseeing the Boy’s program was voted on.

The motion was approved on a vote of 9 for and zero against. Peter had momentarily stepped out of the meeting.
