New Business

· Mike Mata introduced a proposal geared towards increasing the number of girls playing goalie within the association. U12 has only 1 returning goalie; U14 has only 1 co-op goalie returning. The proposal was to host a free goalie clinic for the girls, hoping a number of girls would try playing goalie for the first time. Comments heard in the association indicated some girls did not enjoy the mixed goalie sessions, so having an all girls format might entice more participation. The cost to the association would be $1,320 for 8 sessions, and would involve Sanya Sandahl, a former Cornell goalie with a strong goaltending background. General discussion followed the proposal. Tom Snuggerud was not in favor of the proposal; Allen Riess suggested that we try one or two sessions to gage interest prior to committing the $1,320; Carrie Northrop suggested joint session, with boys on one end of ice. Consensus was to garner interest level prior to setting anything up.
· Amy Hennen had sent word that she wants MVYHA to explore upgrading our website. Allen Riess suggested we incorporate on-line registration if we make any improvements. Loren Unterseher will ask Amy to invite someone in with an expertise in this area to give us a proposal and answer any questions.
· A Centennial parent has asked the board to waiver his son into MVYHA, and that we waive our rule of not allowing waiver players to tryout. A lengthy discussion ensued, with no direct answer given at the time. The general discussion was not in favor of approving the request.
· Greg Nagan was present in the audience and asked if the MVYHA will want to get involved with the Green and White Gala again this year. General discussion was in favor, but the item was tabled for the next working board meeting.
· Ann Nash, also in attendance, asked for clarification on MVYHA fundraising. Ernie Peake says there have been earlier discussions about streamlining fundraising efforts (raffles, G & W Gala, etc. etc.) and that this will be an ongoing discussion at future board meetings. Loren indicated that he would like to see some consistency throughout the association with regards to fundraising.
