Meeting called to order at 7:15 PM by President Loren Unterseher

Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the April meeting were reviewed and subject to approval at the June 4th meeting, as there was not a quorum available at today’s meeting.  

President’s Report
Loren said he was pursuing a deal for the 07-08 season with Acceleration Minnesota.  He was also trying to recruit families with younger children in the association to be involved in more active participation.  He also would like to see more involvement with the girl’s families.  He named Sheila Payzant as assistant interim ice-commissioner.  Thank you Sheila!

Rink issue - The MV high school hockey booster club is doing a great job in getting the Shoreview ice arena upgraded, with limited involvement from MVYHA.  Loren will keep on top of this through the summer.

Summer program - we still would like more kids to sign-up.  There are about 60 enrolled in the program presently and we could accommodate 80-90 total, so keep spreading the word.  The question was asked if we could put out an e-announcement about the summer program, but this is no longer available to us.  We will post it on the website.  Also, can we keep track of number of hits the web gets?

Treasurer’s Report
Allen handed out the report through the end of April, which is also the end of the fiscal year for the association.  He will send in form 990.  There is still about $4500 dollars outstanding from individual association members.  Another gaming proceeds check was cashed.  There is still about $1000 in vouchers outstanding, which is less than there was last year.  We did not charge for a jersey fee this year; the $45 savings was factored into the association warm-up suit savings. The tax return needs to be filed by September; Allen is on top of it with the accountants and will have Loren sign when ready.

Peter made a motion to approve, seconded by Carrie, with subject to ratification at the June meeting.

One of the members in attendance questioned where the interest on the bank deposits go.  Everything is combined, the City of Shoreview invests theirs in CD’s and fixed annuities.

This year’s cash balance ran close to 0.  We may need to ask teams for fees starting in December, rather than January.  We also need to figure how much does hockey really cost.  Should we be asking for more money as a registration fee?  We still need to make it easy for families to partake, but should the player development costs be paid by the association, or by the player?

Vice President’s Report
Peter is starting to have conversations with Irondale association about the 07-08 tournaments. He has already recruited one person but still needs another to help co-chair the events.  He will meet with the Irondale people on Wednesday of this week.

Sunday night hockey is going well.  Those players that choose to attend are getting better.  Pee Wee and Bantam time is light, but all in all, Peter is pleased with the progress.  Peter is coaching these sessions with the help of Morgan Beutow, and would welcome any other coaches who would like to attend.

Loren talked to White Bear Assoc. about their STP program.  (No one knew the exact name).  Peter talked with Schwartzbauer and asked how can we help each other?  He said to push the summer program.  STP program incorporates dry land/ice time, usually run by the h.s. coach, kind of a work study.  Loren and/or Peter are looking into this program.

The first grouping of Super Rink ice has been split with Irondale.  Ramsey County ice comes in July.  Peter will work with Sheila on data entry.

Registrar’s Report
There has been progress on registration.  Jeff will give new registration info to Mike and  Sheila to post on the web and put on the new registration materials.  The last piece will be to put in the cost.  On-line, should we decide to do it, would be ready by mid-August.  

Equipment Coordinator’s Report
Carrie has contacted half of the goalies getting their equipment catalogued and hopes to have a complete list by July 1.  There was a discussion about how to encourage the IT program and the U-8 program do develop goalies.  It was brought up that the Squirts could have 3 goalies for 4 teams.  Keith Larson’s help was enlisted to help Carrie decide what stays and what goes at the shed, and then where to get rid of it.

New Business
Peter mentioned starting a 20,000 pucks program. We could send out a mailer and have people sign-up on-line.  Put a sticker in helmets for every 1,000 pucks shot.

Is the assoc. computer wi-fied?  Could we use it during registration to get e-mail addresses?

From the members:  Stauber wants to renew a relationship with MV hockey.  He has flexibility in scheduling, could work with training and/or try-outs and evaluations.  We would not use the Stau-Bars.  He has 12-15 quality instructors and could help us with September warm-ups and during the year, instead of the goalies going to Acceleration MN.  He could take 2 goalies at a time.  Jim Johnson is pursuing this time/cost factor.

Peter made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Jeff, and a unanimous vote to adjourn followed.  The meeting adjourned at 8:01 PM
