Meeting called to order at 7:19 PM by Secretary Mike Gallagher
Secretary’s Report
The July minutes were reviewed. Pat made a motion to approve the minutes, Carrie seconded and the motion passed.
President’s Report

Loren was not present
Treasurer’s Report

Allen reported that since no formal report was given at the July meeting, he was presenting a two month review of our finances. We deposited additional registration fees for our summer programs. We paid out our May and June ice bills to Super Rink, along with a couple of early payments on this year’s tournaments and our annual website hosting fees. Charitable gambling continues to be way down. Lake Region Hockey currently only has Moe’s in Moundsview and Champps in New Brighton with pull tabs. Mike Gallagher made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report, Carrie seconded it and the motion passed.

Allen further reported that IRS Form 990 has been prepared on behalf of MVYHA, and that it needs to be filed with both the IRS and the MN Attorney General’s office. Allen made a motion to allow himself and Loren to sign the form and get it filed. Mike Gallagher seconded the motion and the motion passed.
Vice President’s Report

Peter attended 2 tournament meetings recently. Irondale reported that they anticipate over 950 hours will be volunteered towards the two tournaments from Irondale volunteers alone. There was a small discussion about the value of MVYHA co-hosting these tournaments in the future.  25 of 80 slots already filled for the two tournaments. Requests for information at the C-Level is very strong, and very weak at the A-Level.  Discussion with Irondale of adding two brackets to January tournament. We need to actively find volunteers to help with tournament planning.  Peter also recently attended a Lake Region Hockey board meeting. The only thing to report is that they continue to look for additional sites for charitable gambling.  Any help with this activity would be appreciated - we can benefit tremendously from these charitable gambling $.

Registrar’s Report
Jeff is working with PuckSystems; they are ready to go live with on-line registration. All Jeff needs is this year’s fee schedule. Fees will be discussed in new business.
Equipment Coordinator’s Report
George’s Shoe Repair has repaired all repairable goalie equipment. The Association is extremely low on goalie equipment, especially chest protectors, so Carrie will be talking to Loren about purchasing some new stuff ASAP. The jersey tubs are pretty well organized at this point. Discussion on what to do with jerseys at the end of this season, as they will be in their 5th year and we need to start talking about new jerseys (not the new jersey with Brodeur, the ones the kids wear).
District 2 Rep

Mike reported that D2 has a new ice scheduler, and the District is asking all Associations to be patient while the new guy gets acclimated to the job (acclimated was my choice of word, not Sullivan’s). Association blackout dates need to be communicated to D2 by September 15th.  No 12 minute stop times for Bantam’s this year. D2 needs team declarations by the next D2 meeting, which is believed to be August 17th.
Boys Coordinator

Pat is looking for a Bantam level coordinator. We currently have a very limited number of coaches’ resumes. Looking to schedule coach’s interviews next week. Jim Johnson is working with Scott Payzant to have Stauber involved in goalie warm-ups; more than likely to be held at the Stauber facility in Blaine. A contract with Stauber still needs to be signed by all parties.
Initiation Coordinator

Eric reported that he is still working on how to structure the Initiation program for the upcoming season. There will more than likely be 3 levels; 1st year, last year eligible and everyone in between. Final details will be available no later than August 20th, and they will be communicated to the board via e-mail. 
Ice Commissioner

Peter Rupert reported in the absence of an Ice Commissioner on the board. After two 3-hour meetings with the Irondale ice scheduler in July, our Ramsey County and Super Rink hours are in place for the 2007-2008 season.  As previously reported by our D2 representative, there is a new district game scheduler in place at D2.  He has scheduled a scheduling meeting for August 15.  Warm up hours are basically scheduled for this September, there may be a few changes necessary, but we should be able to post the warm up schedule prior to registration. There have been a few draft copies of the warm up schedule passed around and as such, the official schedule will always be posted on the website.  Unless it is posted there, it is not official and subject to change.  We are still in need of filling the Ice Commissioner position.

Girls Coordinator

This is currently an open position.
Tryout Coordinator

Scott was not present.
Old Business
Someone suggested that we communicate with Irondale that we approved having their U8’s skate with MV U8’s this year. The motion to allow this was approved at the last meeting. Mike Sullivan will check with D2 to ensure by doing so MV will not be violating anything. Peter Rupert volunteered to communicate with Irondale’s Girl’s Coordinator and will ask them to make sure they clear things with District 1, to which they belong.

Gregg Hammerly asked if MVYHA could add the no-check league to our registration form or make mention of it on the website. After some discussion it was decided to put mention of it on our website. Gregg will work with Sheila Payzant on this.

After a lengthy discussion Allen made a motion to increase Initiation/U8 registration fees to $105, traveling hockey to $305 and warm-up fees to $100. Carrie seconded the motion and the motion passed.

An Association member initiated discussion as to how we are using Joe Dietzch. Minimal discussion followed.

Eric made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Pat and the motion was approved. Meeting adjourned at 8:35
