Meeting called to order at 7:06 PM by President Loren Unterseher

Secretary’s Report
The August minutes were reviewed. Pat made a motion to approve the minutes, Allen seconded and the motion passed.

President’s Report

Loren reported that he had signed an agreement with Acceleration MN. The coach’s selection committee has given Loren their recommendations.
