GAMBLING COMMITTEE – Tom Konakowitz

Gambling’s July 2007 Activity Summary, tax return, allowable expenses, and October 2007 budget were presented and approved.  Vote was unanimous.  (Approved via an electronic vote by board members)

Mr. Konakowitz and Mr. Hickey met with the county board in regards to our building account fund.  It was discussed that the county would like to become custodians of our financial account for repayment of our New Arena.  A request was made to bring back a formal request as an action item at next months meeting.
MITES/SUPERMITES – John Dingle

Mr. Dingle reported registration numbers for the Mites.  Following the second night of registration there are currently 116 Termites, 78 Rookies, and 138 Supermites (not including those trying out for squirts).
OPERATIONS UNIT – Dan Weber

MAHA – Bob Benner

Mr. Benner reported that team registration of players and teams taking part in scrimmages prior to the start of season, but after registration will be strictly enforced.  Anyone taking a team to participate in a pre-season scrimmage must have players rostered through Mr. Benner.

Screening forms are due ASAP for any coaches who will be on the ice for player evaluations.

There is not a schedule for scheduling games at the travel level yet.  This has not been organized at the State level yet.  Mr. Benner stated that this could be a problem this season as we organize a new system of District play and asks that all involved be aware of this.

Goalie Coordinator- Mike Bromberg

Mr. Bromberg spoke to the board about training for our goalies this upcoming season.  We have in the past offered training on various Sunday evenings.  This year Mr. Bromberg would like to have a company (GDI) come in and offer training.  He believes the cost for this could be covered by the participating goalies if RYHA continues to pay for the ice time.  Discussion occurred as to whether or not our goalies will be willing to pay costs incurred above ice time for GDI.  Mr. Bromberg stated that he believes the cost will be minimal and it may help our goalies feel more committed to attending.  A motion was made to approve GDI to run clinics in Rochester for our goalies at a cost to be paid for by participating goalies.  Motion approved.  Opposed Mark Hickey
Mr. Bromberg made a request for funds to purchase 5 Chest Protectors for goalies.  A motion was made to provide Mike Bromberg $1,000 to purchase 5 Chest Protectors for goalies.  Motion approved.

A motion was made to accept Kirk Gill as the Bantam A Red coach and Jeff Humble as the Bantam A Black coach and to allow a $2,500 reimbursement for Non Parent coaches. Motion approved.  A motion was made to accept Nick Ferletti as the PeeWee B Red Head coach and to allow a $1,000 reimbursement for a Non Parent coach. Motion approved. Five coaches were interviewed for the PeeWee A head coach positions.  It was decided that the coach applicants will be chosen pending tryouts and placement of players, along with rankings given to applicants through the interview process.
