RESOLUTIONS BY THE BOARD

PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Jay Anderson

The smoking ban within Olmsted County was discussed and the possible effect on charitable gambling.  Reports from similar situations in the twin cities area show a reduction at gambling sites of up to 20% in areas that instituted a smoking ban.  It was discussed whether or not we should a letter to the county stating that if a smoking ban is implemented in Olmsted County we may not be able to meet our financial obligation to the new arena.   Bob Benner has agreed to write a letter to the county board stating our position on this matter and the board will approve it via e-mail so that it can be sent out soon.

Mr. Anderson discussed options/proposals from D & R Vending in regards to the new concession contract when the new arena is completed.  He stated he will keep the board informed and present the final proposals in the future.  The proposal will include hours on operation, percentage share of profits, advertising fees, and donation to build the concession area.

SECRETARY’S REPORT – Kathy Heightland

 November minutes were presented and approved.  Vote was unanimous.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mary Foley

 Mary is pleased with how the season is progressing in regards to the budget.  It appears that we are within the projected budget thus far.   Treasures report was presented and approved.  Vote was unanimous.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mary Foley

Mary discussed the tryout fees and how they are put into the budget.  We fell short on the budget as some levels do not pay a tryout fee.  Currently girls’ teams do not pay a tryout fee as they use a portion of their allocated ice for this.  Junior Gold does not currently charge a fee either.  This will be looked at for next season.

HOCKEY ADVISORY - Doug Zmolek 

Doug discussed the possibility of moving the Squirt C team to strictly house league play.  He does not see a great benefit to the one tournament they currently participate in.  He would like to add other things to the schedule in place of that, such as a mid season in-house tournament.  Mrs. Furness stated that many parents/players look forward to the tournament.  Mr. Zmolek questions whether the added expense of registering our players in USA hockey and Minnesota Hockey is worth it. This would require that we look at the registration fees for squirts.  Another consideration to consider is Minnesota Hockey’s view on this matter.  He would like to look at the possibility of making these changes and has asked for input and opinion on this matter.


Mr. Zmolek discussed the shared ice practices that he implemented this year.  While he understands some parents have concerns about this, he believes that this is good for the development of the players.  The players are actually getting more ice time with a shared practice and the time allotted is split between the two teams.  This allows Mr. Zmolek to attend more practices and work with a greater number of coaches and players.  He plans to continue doing this.
