Mr. Benner reported on the last district meeting he attended.  Interdistrict play is no longer being discussed.  Talks continue on combining Districts 4 and 8 and forming North, South, East, and West divisions for season play.  End of season District Tournaments would then be seeded at a meeting of coaches.  There is a meeting on June 20th to vote on this matter.  Mr. Benner, Mr. Schneider, Mr. Zmolek, and Mr. Grinde are currently planning on attending this meeting to voice our opinion on this matter.
