FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mary Foley

GAMBLING COMMITTEE – Tom Konakowitz

MITES/SUPERMITES – John Dingle

OPERATIONS UNIT – Dan Weber
Dan Weber reported that he continues to speak with individuals in regards to the Referee Coordinator job description and what changes RYHA would like to make in this area.  He stated that he hopes to have something to report back to the board next month.

MAHA – Bob Benner

Mr. Benner reported that the issue of re-districting District Eight has been introduced at the state level again.  He will be attending a meeting in two weeks to determine whether District Eight will pursue this at the Minnesota Hockey Level.  He stated that this is an issue that some are determined to follow through on and if anyone has an opinion on this they should let it be known.

CITY UNIT – Nick Ibarra
Mr. Ibarra reported that Rochester is hosting the Bantam C District Tournament March 11th-18th. Help is needed from the board to help make this tournament run smoothly.  Dave Pearson, the Bantam C Commissioner was also at the meeting to ask for assistance.  We do not know if our Bantam C teams will qualify for Districts this year and Mr. Pearson will ask all Bantam C teams to help also.
TRAVELING UNIT – Scott Schneider

Mr. Schneider discussed the issue of Non Parent Coach pay and the original intent of the Traveling Committee when developing the current policy.  He stated that this policy was intended to place Non-Parent coaches in coaching positions that have been difficult to fill with qualified coaches.  After reviewing the policy the Traveling Committee would like to amend the policy to state that any Non Parent coach approved by the Traveling Committee will be brought to the board for approval prior to the start of the season.  Payment will be based on team level, amount of travel, games played, and estimated cost incurred for season.  The Traveling Committee stated they will bring a revised policy to the board next month for approval.

HOCKEY ADVISORY - Doug Zmolek 

Mr. Zmolek discussed moving the position of Ice Coordinator to the Hockey Advisory Unit.  He believes this will help in scheduling practices next year and using our available ice in a more efficient manner.  Mr.Zmolek hopes to expand on his shared ice/ extended practices that he began this season and would like to be more closely involved in the ice schedule to utilize his time at the arena in the best possible way.  After discussion amongst the board, a motion was made to move the position of Ice Coordinator from Operations Unit to Hockey Advisory.  Motion approved.  Opposed Dan Weber.

FUND RAISING/BOOSTERS – Lee Ann Furness

Mrs. Furness reported that RYHA has received a donation from the Hiawatha Snow Seekers in the amount of $1,000 and Seneca Foods in the amount of $200. On behalf of the entire association the board extends a Thank you to these groups for their generosity.

NEW BUSINESS

Jim Bier brought a proposal to the board regarding payment of a Non-Parent coach for the 2005-2006 season.  Dan Maidle was a Non-Parent coach for the U14 girl’s team and has asked to be compensated at our current rate of $4,000.  There was discussion about his role as a Non-Parent coach at the time of interviews/appointments and whether or not he was chosen as a Non-Parent coach.  It was thought that Mr. Maidle’s daughter was originally planning on being on the U14 team and then chose to play high school after Mr. Maidle was chosen. The two issues were deemed to be separate and it was believed by many that according to our current policy Mr. Maidle should be payed the current rate set for Bantams/U14.
A motion was made by Jim Bier to pay Dan Maidle $4,000, the rate currently set for a Non-Parent coach at the U14 level, for coaching the 2005-2006 season.  Motion approved.  Opposed were Mary Foley ,Nick Ibarra, and Doug Zmolek.

Mr. Bier has stated he is resigning his position of President Elect/President/Past President, effective immediately.  Mr. Bier’s remaining term can be filled by appointment with board approval.  Anyone interested in this position should contact a board member for information.
