Meeting called to order at 7:10 PM by President Loren.
Secretary’s Report
The December minutes were reviewed. Eric made a motion to approve the minutes, Pat seconded and the motion passed.

President’s Report

The season is continuing to move forward nicely. Loren then initiated a short discussion on having MVYHA look at our commitment to A level teams, and the commitment families need to have to field such teams. Should we continue to field A teams moving forward? This was a discussion item only and may come up again at future meetings.
Treasurer’s Report

He also reported on the financial success of the Thanksgiving tournament.

Equipment Coordinator’s Report

Carrie reported that she is upgrading goalie equipment. She also announced that she will not run for re-election, as her term is up.

Boys Coordinator

Pat reported that there were numbers issues with some teams this year; numbers of players rostered on the teams. Pat also reported that he and Peter Rupert will be running some summer camps this off-season. Details will be distributed when available.
Initiation Coordinator

Eric reported that the season is in full swing. Lower Level 1 & 2 teams are having scrimmages with teams from other Associations within D2, and they are huge successes, with the younger kids really enjoying the varied competition.
Ice Commissioner

Peter reported in the absence of an Ice Commissioner. This is a position the board is hoping to fill in April. The February practice schedule is almost complete. Peter introduced the concept of a new database that would allow multiple users to have access to the ice schedule on-line. More details will be brought to the board when available. 
Girls Coordinator

Greg reported that things were pretty quiet currently. The U14 MV girls that co-oped with Mahtomedi are currently ranked 3rd in State, with only 1 loss to date! The U12A’s won a championship recently up in Brainerd and the U12B’s are also having a successful season to date.
Tryout Coordinator

Scott reported that there is talk about scheduling scrimmages with teams outside the Association as part of next year’s tryout process.
Old Business

Allen reported that Lake Region Hockey has added My Time Sports Bar to our charitable gambling sights, to the delight of Eric “Norm!” McCabe.
A discussion was initiated relating to purchasing new jerseys for the Association prior to next season. Samples (both of potential jerseys and their costs) were passed around. An Association member questioned the need for investing in new jerseys at a time charitable gambling receipts are down, player numbers are down and the fact that our existing jerseys are not in bad shape. Another Association member brought to the boards attention an example of another Association that purchased new jerseys, then shortly thereafter merged with another Association.  No motion was made on the subject.

There has been some additional, VERY preliminary talk again about merging the Mounds View and Irondale hockey programs. Nothing formal, and these talks have been had a few times over the years with nothing changing.

After a discussion, Allen made a motion to give a $40 rebate to all players’ ice bills for 2007-2008. Mike made a motion, Carrie seconded and the motion passed.

New Business

An Association member initiated discussion on the value (or lack there of) of the Acceleration MN time that MVYHA has contracted. The general agreement was that the time at Acceleration would be better served if teams could have their sessions all scheduled closer together. However, implementing such schedules would be very challenging, due to all the ice time teams have throughout the year. MV is contracted with Acceleration through next season.
Carrie made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Mike. Motion passed and meeting adjourned at 8:41 PM.
