Dick Grassel came to the meeting to ask for assistance with the phase 1 remodel at the Civic Center.   Phase 1 includes:  drain tile, insulation, lighting, air to air exchanged in locker rooms and turning both existing restrooms into the women’s restroom and the office will be turned into the men’s restroom.  Both restrooms would be handicap accessible.   This phase is estimated at $800,000.  There is an alternate to this phase, which would be adding an office and re-doing the ticket booth and it is estimated at approximately $16,000.   Dick asked both the Blue Line Club and NLFSC to consider donating towards the alternate bid.  Mark Cowger said BLC will table the issue for now.

Old Business:

Prior Minutes-Motion to approve by Loren Abel, seconded by Buzz Olson.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report-Linda gave report.  Motion to approve by Jeff Olson, seconded by Tom Piche’.  Motion carried.

Gaming Report-Roberta gave report.  Balance of $44,515.55.  Motion to approve by John Egeland, seconded by Warren Konze.  Motion carried.

Concession-  Mike Lukasz reported that he has received one call regarding the concession manager position and that he will be placing an ad in the Grand Forks Herald.  He also reported that our application for Catfish days has been turned in.  Due to the newly combined Chamber, there is a new process for the applications.

Ultimate Fighting-Nick Bowen reported that Cuckoo’s Nest will be sending a check for approximately $2500.

Raffle Results- Loren reported that 840 tickets were sold with an approximate profit of $18,000.    Discussed for the next raffle, we will have a board made with all of the prizes and as they are drawn, the winner’s name can be written on the board and then the board will be left at Liberty.  Also discussed that notifying and awarding prizes needs to be sooner on the next raffle.  Loren suggested that we start the next one in November and possibly have the drawing in March.

NLFSC-The NLFSC Board came to our board meeting with more questions and concerns with regards to the $10,000 commitment towards the Blue Line Arena that had been made in 2002.  At this time, they are going back to the board.  Motion to table this issue indefinitely by Loren Abel and seconded by Tom Piche’.  Motion carried.

New Business:

BLC Arena:  Discussed the security of the new building and that it is in the process of being re-keyed and that there needs to be supervision and possibly a waiver of liability signed when rented out.  Loren Abel is going to get a copy of a waiver to use as an example.  Mark Cowger is also going to talk to Dave Aker to discuss and possibly talk to Ron Galstad.  The fee to rent the building will be $40 and you are expected to clean-up.  Discussed the possibility of collecting a deposit.

Dave Aker has asked that a batting cage be installed in the arena.  They have carpet to cover the flooring.  The baseball coaches will be responsible for maintaining it and will be available for all baseball teams.

Warren Konze & Tom Piche’ will be organizing a roller dance in June.

Parks & Rec:  Dave sent a letter requesting $90 sponsorship for youth and $200 sponsorship for Cal Ripken teams.  Motion by Randy Galstad to do both sponsorships, seconded by Mike Lukasz.  Motion carried.
