Treasurer’s Report:
  Ward Wallner reported on several items:  1) A clarification as made regarding one refund- otherwise all registration refunds have been processed.  2) All vendors are paid up to date.  A correction to the 2005 taxes was made by the new accounting firm.  An assessed penalty has been refunded.  Ward will prepare and e-mail written reports of income/expenses.

Director’s Reports:
Junior House Baseball Director:
Gloria Jordan reported that over 150 players attended the pitching and catching clinics.  CJ Woodrow held the clinics with his staff along with coaches and parents.  Another 50 players attended a 2nd clinic (some repeats from the first clinic) overall the clinics were very successful and well received by the players and parents.  CJ has a good rapport with the players and they are impressed that he is from Maple Grove and played professional baseball.  
Senior House League Baseball Director:
Paul Sperl stated that the mid-season tournament went well; he is not aware of any problems and that they broke even on concessions. 
Vice President:
Steve Larson reported on Twins Night.  There were 512 tickets sold for the event and about 160 meals were sold.  The proceeds for the meals were about $100 - a lot of work for a small return.  The total net proceeds including ticket sales were $1,106.  This event will be re-evaluated to determine if OMGAA will participate in the future.  The Maple Grove Days booth and parade still need volunteers. An e-mail will be sent to the entire OMGAA list to ask for help.  There are batting cages, pitching machine etc to set up and take down.  

OLD BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS:
Fund Raising Dispersals:  Mike Parenteau stated that it the clear policy of OMGAA that all funds raised in the name of OMGAA (including any team fundraising) is OMGAA money.  The organization must satisfy the requirement of 501 (c) 3 status and must account for every nickel raised in an OMGAA related event.  Selling hotdogs at a game where the “profit” is kept by a team is NOT exempt from this policy and it must be approved - before the event is held.

Charitable Gifts:  Don Myhre would like to investigate a process where used equipment in good condition could be donated to OMGAA as an in-kid charitable donation.  The equipment Director would determine if the equipment is acceptable.  Bats/gloves/catchers gear etc could be gathered at the end of the season. 

Fernbrook Field Maintenance:  The baseball fields at Fernbook have been especially abused this spring.  The pitching mound needs to be totally rebuilt in order to be satisfactory.  The tarp is in bad shape due to abuse and rough weather.   A clay pitching mound has a life expectancy of 5-6 years and they are now past due for replacement.  OMGAA needs to create a culture of field maintenance by all teams instead of relying on Park and Rec. to handle all duties.  Rakes and other field equipment are needed at fields in order to have teams rake and care for fields and mounds after games.  The high school programs insist on this practice.
Traveling Fastpitch Tryouts:  A discussion was held about the Traveling Fastpitch tryouts for 14U and 16U being moved to early August.   Bob Usset explained the background involved.  The board raised several concerns about the need for early tryouts as well as the need to accept players who work to improve their skills, players who move to the area and families who have scheduled vacations for many years after the end of the season, but now will be unable to attend tryouts and therefore will be unable to be placed on the “A” level teams.
