He stated he learned a lot doing this for the first season and has ideas to improve the cost effectiveness, efficiency and organization of this program.  As the Head of this program Mr. Hickey will implement changes that are within the relm of his duties.  Anything outside the standard will be brought to the board for approval.  Mr. Hickey gave a brief report on the scholarship fund.  The fund was called the Hiley Fund until 2006 when it was then taken under the Rochester Area Foundation.  In 2006-2007 we distributed to 22 skaters for a total of $5.400.   Last year we had 29 skaters at a cost of $9,400.  These increases put a stress on the amount available in the fund.  This fund is also tied to the current market and economy.
