CODE OF CONDUCT

· We will NEVER do anything that might bring embarrassment or an unfavorable view to our teammates, coaches, family, the Utah Junior Grizzlies or ourselves. We understand that the Utah Junior Grizzlies encourages and requires good sportsmanship, fair play and respect from all its participants, and that the Utah Junior Grizzlies will enforce this policy to the maximum. 
· We will respect the property and equipment used at any sports facility, both home and away. Stealing of any kind, including athletic clothing or equipment belonging to a teammate, an opponent or other player, will not be tolerated. Theft, vandalism and property destruction are serious offenses, which may result in immediate suspension or debarment from the Utah Junior Grizzlies. 
· We will encourage good sportsmanship through our actions, by demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches and officials at every game or practice. Parents, players, coaches and team managers are expressly prohibited from verbally or physically abusing players, officials or coaches during or after a game or practice and agree to work toward removing the physical and verbal abuse in youth sports. Players are prohibited from arguing with an official's decision and should otherwise avoid any criticism of officials. 
· We will refrain from acts of poor sportsmanship. Utah Junior Grizzlies players, whether participants or spectators, will observe courteous behavior during all sporting events. Booing, whistling, name-calling, degrading personal comments, obscene gestures, profanity, racial slurs, fighting or any other act which reflects unfavorable upon the team, coaches, players, opponents or the Utah Junior Grizzlies will not be tolerated. 
· We recognize the importance of volunteer coaches and their importance to the development of the individual player, the team, and the Utah Junior Grizzlies and will work to provide a positive experience for all. We will communicate with coaches in an appropriate time and manner and support them on and off the ice. All coaches shall be treated with dignity and respect in language, attitude, behavior and mannerisms. Disrespect to coaches or undermining their authority will not be tolerated. Parents shall not encourage their child to play the game in a manner inconsistent with team strategies or plans
· We will treat other players, coaches, officials and spectators with respect regardless of race, creed, color, religion, sex or ability. 
· We will attend and be on time for practices and games and be both mentally and physically prepared at the start of each practice and game. On practice days, players should be ready to "take the ice" at least 15 minutes before the scheduled practice time. On game day, all players shall be at the rink at least 45 minutes and fully dressed at least 30 minutes, prior to game time and be prepared to discuss team strategies and game plans. There is a limit of one parent per player in the dressing room prior to each game or practice. Please respect the need of each player to have his/her own space. Parents should leave the dressing room once his/her child is geared up for the game/practice, a minimum of 15 minutes before games and 5 minutes before practices. Parents are asked not to return to the dressing room following a game or practice until permitted by the coaching staff.
· We will inform the coach, in advance and within a reasonable amount of time, of any absence from a game or practice a player might incur due to sickness, planned vacation, or any other reason. Unexcused lateness or absences may result in automatic benching, suspension or other appropriate discipline. 
· We will not be critical of the Utah Junior Grizzlies hockey program, its coaches or other players in front of players (including your child). If we have a problem or complaint, we agree to communicate our concerns to the Team Manager first (not directly to the coaching staff) who will then discuss the issues with the coach. If necessary, the Team Manager will arrange a meeting between the parents and the coaches.
