NBAAA Meeting Minutes

April 27, 2009
Meeting Attendance:  Jeff Henderson, Dennis Hensch, Cris Anderson, Jeff Sampson
Next Meeting:  The next meeting for the NBAAA board will be on Sunday 5/10/2009 at the Villages in North Branch.

Treasure’s report was read and accepted.

Organizing:  The NBAAA would like to use Soccer, as an example, of what we can offer to both Basketball and Football.  The Football program is getting close to having an association, but Basketball is not.  Basketball may be more of an effort, similar to what was done to organize the Traveling baseball program.
Baseball dept:  Baseball still owes Community Ed for tryout time in the Gyms.  An invoice has not yet been received from Joan for this time.  Update from Joan: Jeff after reading the minutes I noticed that it states that you have not received a invoice for gym times for baseball.  I have sent out an invoice to Mike Mench and he has paid the invoice.  Mike will be receiving this week an invoice for the fields.

Sports Partnership:  The School Board Administrators are currently not interested in letting Middle school sports go to the NBAAA.  Our goal is to build a relationship with the Middle school sports so that we can work together to build a better Middle school sport program.  Offering more and allowing the school to pay less.  The largest challenge for this is the equipment and field time.  The school board is currently concerned with the length of time that the NBAAA organization will last to help these kids needing sports programs.  The structure for sports with NBAAA organizations is there and prepared to add participants from the middle school programs.

Basketball update:  Basketball will have a meeting on 5-7 at 7:00 pm.  The meeting will take place at the High School Commons.  This will be for 3rd – 6th grade boys and girls interested in traveling Basketball.  They will be looking for input on fees and other concerns with traveling Basketball.

Scholarship programs:  There will be a need for scholarships if we take over sports for the middle school.  Currently, students receiving free or reduced lunch do not pay to be in the sports.  29% of the families are currently doing this.  Jeff suggested that we work with local businesses and charitable gambling associations to see about donations to help these families pay to participate in these sports programs.  Jeff suggested that we look at offer paying 50% of the fees for families in need.  We could run a scale to determine how much we pay based on elegable money.  The NBAAA could offer to match funds up to a certain level, to allow these programs to offer more for the families in need.  
Football update:  Jeff will set up a meeting with the Football group to see how far along they are in setting up an association.  We want to set up a structure that will hold members accountable for what they can and do offer with this program.  They run the program as defined by the rules that they set up.  Each person involved with these organizations should have a positive fit.  We need to find a positive role for each resource available.
