Old Business:

Bantam A – Congrats to the Bantam A team who placed 3rd at the state tournament.
Civic Center Floor – the city had applied for a grant to paint the floor at the civic and unfortunately, it was denied.  The city has agreed to pay for the paint if the BLC will provide volunteers to paint the floor and it was agreed that BLC will provide the volunteers.

Concession Managers – will be placing an ad in the GF Herald.

Fight – Brenda reported that we still need volunteers for the event and that if event goes as planned this will be very profitable for the BLC.
Concession Remodel – The BLC has agreed to do a remodel of the concessions @ Civic with new flooring, paint, counter top and some equipment changes.  Denae Swenson asked if we have thought about taking Debit/Credit Cards or ATM.  Brenda will look into.

New Business:
