Northern Plains District RIC — Gary Fiddler

Tom Hitchcock is accepting the names of individuals interested (one application received to date) in the
replacing Mike Reger as RIC. The names (the hope is to have at least 3 candidates) will then be
submitted to Gary who will perform the interviews
e Gary will come back to SDAHA for 100% approval prior to appointing someone to the position
e The candidates have to be at Ieast a level 3 official, a certified instructor (or become certified with
one year) and have skating skills {
e The position is a USA Hockey appointment so expenses can be helped with by the Northern
Plains District at the national level but not at the state level
No one from SD attended a developmental camp
There are no level 4 officials in SD
= There will be two level 4 seminars taking place within the Northern Plains District
Gary would like to see power skating seminars within SDAHA
He suggested that the state be divided into 1/2 or 1/3 and have someone in each area to help the RIC
The new RIC will need a budget, Mike Reger never submitted any expenses to the state
The referee fund has a balance of $6700

Registrars Report — Mary Held

Player Assessment Fees

The current deadline for providing providing the player numbers to the State Treasurer for fee
assessments is January 1% Mary requested the date be changed to April 1* as she has to keep sending
in updates throughout the season; date changed to April 1° and the bills will go out to the associations
after that

Online Registration

This was the first year SDAHA pushed online registration

SDAHA had about 27% of registrations completed online compared to 80% at the national level; SD has
the lowest percent but were also the most improved going from 3% to 27%/

Congratulations to the 3 associations (Big Stone, Huron & Mitchell) that had 100% of registrations done
online — Sioux Center also had 100% but there registrations go through lowa

Associations need to mandate online registration; it is not mandated by USA Hockey yet

The suggestion was made that anyone signing up after December 1% should be required to register online
through USA Hockey

Aberdeen- It has been a rebuilding year. Building costs are running high. They have had some problems with
bad media coverage. Their developmental level has seen the largest growth in several years. They are hoping to
maintain levels in league play while building the lower levels. They will be trying to keep costs down as well as try
to attract a larger fan base.

Big Stone- They have an outdoor rink. They use Morris & Benson ice for the first month and a half. They have a
lot of new board members. They are a border state team and are trying to increase their numbers, if they cannot
get more players they may have to join the Morris association for awhile.

Brookings- Numbers are staying steady. Construction will start on north side of red rink for bleachers and
boys/girls locker rooms, new parking lot with new design with a sidewalk down the middle so that players aren’t
walking through the cars and the front of the building will be restructured. Starting in July they will host 4x4
hockey, Northern Edge and girls camps. Their ice will be available for rental. |s looking to host AAA tourneys in
the fall.

Huron- Has a lot of new board members. They are proud of their season and for the second year in a row they
have had only one player having one game misconduct. Plan on having hockey and goalie camps again this
summer. They worked hard on the state tournament and it was a success. They are looking for a new varsity
coach.

Mitchell- They had over 40 minis last year and are focusing on retention. They have a lot of new board
members. They have a new committee to center on the younger kids. They are doing more fundraising and
started a spirit wear line. Dehumidification will be in the building by the end of summer.

Pierre- Numbers are keeping steady with a 1/3 of the players at the JV/Varsity level. They are trying to recruit
new players and are always looking for coaches. The second ice rink in Pierre is privately owned located behind
Walmart and is used for hurling.

Rushmore- Their numbers are going up especially at the younger levels due to the Rush. They had a really
competitive season at all levels. They will not be hosting a Scott Oliver camp this year because the Rush is going
to put on a camp instead. Hosted the President's Cup for the 2™ year in a row and all three sheets of ice were
used. They are taking the summer off construction but will be working on more seating and closing off the area
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above the warming room. They have year round ice through the city.

Sioux Center- Their numbers are down but they did increase from 21-55 mites from the previous year due to
cross ice Oct- Dec. They will not host a Planet hockey camp in August but the college will have one in
September. They added some area onto the rink for extra locker rooms for tourneys. There is a 70% chance
they will have a GJV next year.

Sioux Falls- Their numbers are up by 17. They have 175 kids playing on in-house non-traveling leagues. They
will be offering free tryouts for the PA and BA teams and they would like to field teams in the Midwest league.
Gave an update on their facilities: Sanford gave a land donation but the city has not approved funding for the
infrastructure, the Sioux Empire Fairgrounds is<having financial difficulties due to embezzlements. The Expo could
go away Dec 31%. )

Watertown- Numbers are the same but they are not getting any new players. Started a Saturday morning
hockey league through squirts. Their new building is on hold. Is looking like they will only have 13 girls next year.

Yankton- Wil be starting their 5 year next year and their 3" year having a BJV team. They had 7 seniors last
year. They have around 20-25 minis now.
