Treasurer’s Report:  Joanne Lukasik reported that our balance is $6130.67 as of 1/11/10.  Only recent expense was the $25 room rental fee for BOD meeting.  
Ruicci Cup Update:
 There was discussion on merchandise for Ruicci Cup prizes and division prizes. Joanne will confirm the exact amount that was spent last year on both to determine the budget for this year. There will be one prize for league champs per division and prizes for Ruicci Cup champs and runner-ups.  Items discussed were: blankets, coolers, mugs, umbrellas. 
As of right now there are only two teams that have submitted their paperwork to play in Ruicci Cup. Deadline is February 1st for the team commitment and February 15th is the deadline for all credential info. Sue will send out a reminder email to all team managers. 

Ice contract is $185/hour at Eddie Edgar and we had 37 games last year. 

Referees for Ruicci Cup: There were 4 interested parties in bidding on the scheduling of referees for Ruicci Cup this year. We created a new process for those interested to formally bid including pricing, list of referees including their qualifications and experience. Only 2 bids were received from the 4 parties interested and a review of the bids including costs, level of certifications for the proposed referees, years of experience and experience refereeing women’s hockey games. After a review of the two bids, Jim Astalos was selected to be the Referee-in-Chief for the Ruicci Cup this year. 
Outstanding Issues: 

Follow up from the last meeting on the appeal for Terri Kettler’s request to play for the Goody 2 Shoes. This was denied and communication was sent to the team. 

The BOD received a formal complaint and several informal complaints from teams regarding the language and play from several players on (Goody 2 Shoes) during a November 22, 2009 game vs. Puck n Chix and other games.  Ann will email the team regarding their language on the ice, and any potential further incidents may result in their team facing disciplinary actions from the league.
All teams need to be aware of the USA Hockey zero tolerance policy requiring all players, coaches, officials, team officials and administrators and parents/spectators to maintain a sportsmanlike and educational atmosphere before, during and after all USA Hockey-sanctioned games.
