Being determined that a quorum was present, the meeting continued.
THE MINUTES of the previous meeting have been sent to everyone.  It was moved and seconded to approve the minutes as written. Motion carried.
ASSOCIATION REPORTS:   have been submitted on line and are attached at the end of these minutes. 
Additional comments were made:

Boise Ice World BAHA – will have a new compressor  

Coeur d’Alene CDAHA - $60,000 short on new building, hoping for ice this fall

Jr. Steelheads BYAHA – 2 current & 2 former players that have gone Nat. Development Camp.

Treasure Valley TVAHA – nothing additional  
PRESIDENTS REPORT:  District Directors have been elected.  Tom Power will continue as Idaho’s director to USA Hockey along with Chris Kennedy for Arizona.


The Helmet Rule was revisited.  There is still controversy over coaches wearing helmets on the ice, especially after games.  Accidents happen, people get hurt.  Please take this issue to your associations.

There are changes coming to the Peewee level.  USA Hockey is following Europe and Canada in reducing the level of competition for Peewee’s.  We see too many injuries during games as a result of mid-ice checking.  A NON-CHECKING regulation is being implemented that will eliminate checking during Peewee games.  Checking is allowed during practices and the skill should be taught.

USA Hockey will also be eliminating Peewee level competition at the National Championships after the 2011/12 season.  Idaho needs to look at this and make some decisions.

TREASURER’S REPORT:   The report was submitted on line.  An independent CPA has checked the books and they are in order.  

USA Hockey Grants are back on track after 09/10 problems.  USA Hockey has tightened up the 11/12 program specifics and provided a handout that states exactly what can and can not be used for the matching funds grant.  IFYAH moved to accept and approve the grand program as set up by US Hockey.  Motion was seconded and discussion followed.  Use needs to be within the “grow the game” concept and not for rink or ice improvements or team travel.  Please check the guidelines.  Anything that is questionable should be sent to the grant administrator or president for evaluation before applying for the grant.  Motion passed.


IFYHA then moved to set the Grant amount at $500 per association.  Motion seconded and discussion followed.  The question of how many associations we will have and how much to set aside.  The motion was tabled while the number of associations was discussed.



There is a new association forming in the Driggs/Teton area.  They have a rink and are set to grow rapidly.  They do not have the membership to be accepted in this association yet.  SVYH moved to give Teton a special exemption and include them as an association for the purposes of this grant. The motion was seconded and passed.


The original motion was amended to read $500 is available to each of 13 associations for a total of $6500 to be budgeted.  Motion seconded and passed

CEP Training:  CEP training will be in Colorado Springs.  We usually pay for the travel expenses and it will probably take about $7500 to cover that this year.  IFYHA moved to budgeted $7500 for CEP training this year.  CPYH seconded and the motion passed.


Referee Training: Referee training takes place in Colorado Springs.  Traditionally we pay to get them there and USA Hockey picks up the food, lodging, & training.  Bobby Noyes moved to budgeted $900 as usual, IFYAH seconded, motion passed.

District Meeting: About every 12 years we get the opportunity to host the District Meeting, this is our year.  It is a great opportunity to see how things operate and we should encourage everyone to go.  The question before us right know, is how much we should spend as the host State for this meeting.  IFYHA moved to budget for $6,500 for the District meeting, by putting an additional $2000 into the budget.  The motion was seconded and passed. 


Background checks:  Rex stated that with the increased number of people needing checks, he does not have the time to track down and bill individuals for their background checks. They cost $1.00 each.  The BYAHA moved to have IAHA pay for all background checks.  The motion was seconded and a discussion followed.  Motion passed.

SVYH moved that the Board accept the 2011-12 Budget as stated above.  IFYHA seconded the motion.  There was a brief discussion, R. Anderson making note that this will increase expenses and reduce the balance in our bank account.  Motion passed 

It was then moved and seconded to accept the financial report as written.  Motion passed.

REGISTRAR’S REPORT:  Tom Lampl stated that nationally the coach to player ratio is 1 to 7 or 8, in Idaho this ratio is 1 to 10.  We need to make sure ALL coaches are register and screened.

Birth Certificate verification is going well. Please make sure that a birth certificate for all new players is forwarded (mailed, faxed or e-mailed) to the state registrar.  Tom would like to see a time frame set up.  CPAH moved that:  All associations must provide to the State Registrar, a copy of the Birth Certificate or Pass Port, within 60 days of claiming a new, registered youth player.   The motion was seconded and a discussion clarified that this was only players new to the association.  The motion passed.
CEP REPORT:  Mike Lehto spoke on the new Coaching Ed Program.  Please go to the web sight.  Everything is explained there. Everyone is required to take one coaching classes or on-line refresher / year until they reach a level 4. No more waivers or temp cards. Coaches are required to take an age specific, on-line module, before they can coach that specific age level.  This is a 6 hour, one time only module; cost $5 - $10.  The window for the modules will be 9/1 – 12/31.  More information will be forwarded as available.
               Mike also addressed the Peewee proposal; it is an attempt to stop injuries from horrific mid-ice checks.

               Jim DiSanza, the Development Camp Director, will step in as “Idaho’s Coach in Chief” to help Mike.

GROWTH CO-ORDINATOR:   Nicole Perking has gotten married and moved.  This is a mandatory position that we need to fill.  A job description is attached.  We would like to find someone outside of Southeastern Idaho.
REFEREE’S REPORT:   Bobby Noyes stated that have 170 registered officials in the state.  Recruiting and retaining good officials is an issue (currently Idaho has only 1 level 4 ref.)  We recently sent 3 refs to Colorado Springs for training.  Remember all refs need to attend a clinic and take a test.  There will be 10-12 clinics throughout the state this year.  Check the web sight.
RISK MANAGER:   B. Andrews was unable to attend in person.  His report was sent out, see attached.
WEB MASTER:  George Cole apologized for computer problems the sight is having.  They are being resolved.  New USA Hockey software is due in June and should solve the problems.  George is looking for one or two people he can mentor and/or train.  Keeping our web sight up and running is too important to have in the hands of just one person.

AGENDA ITEMS:

1.)  Election of officers:

Vice-President – Mike Lehto was nominated and seconded to retain the position.  He accepted, stating that he needs to mentor someone to take over.  He was re-elected.

Treasurer – Rex Anderson was nominated and seconded to retain the position.  He accepted and was re-elected.
2.)  StateTournaments:

              Fill-in Teams – President has the option to request the host town to provide a “fill-in” team (not   a ringer team) when there are only 5 registered teams in the tournament.  A 6 team tournament is easier to schedule and manage than a 5 team tournament.
  
A vs B Divisions -  The B Divisions was designed to give small associations the ability to participate at the state level, not so A teams could drop down and win.  After a long discussion on how this could be handled, it was decided to put this back onto each association to be truthful and honorable when they make their division declaration.  It should not be a coach’s choice, but the Association choice.   IFYHA moved that all Associations think about what has been discussed here.  TVAHA seconded the motion, after discussion the motion was tabled. 


State Venue -   If we follow USA Hockey and drop the PeeWee’s from State competition, it would allow us to hold the State Tournament in an arena with only one sheet of ice.  Some arenas need more lead time to schedule the event.  IFYHA moved to change IAHA Policies and Procedures regarding the Choice of Venue, moving it from the Fall Meeting to the Spring Meeting. CPHA seconded the motion. Motion Passed.
IFYHA then moved to follow the USA Hockey Guidelines and drop Peewee competition from the Idaho State Tournament in the 2011-12 season:  If there is a Peewee National Championship this year (2011-12), we will have a Peewee Playoff.  The motion was seconded by CPHA.  A discussion for both sides followed.  Vote was taken.  Roll call vote was called for:

Idaho Falls moved to hold the PDC the weekend of March 3rd.  The motion was seconded and passed.   We hope to hold this in Boise, but Ice World needs to check the schedule and let us know next meeting.

4.) Change in Tie-breaker rules:  Proposed in an attempt to stop teams from running up a score on a weaker team.  Discussion followed and it was pointed out that our rules are established by USA Hockey.  No action was taken.

5.) Rocky Mt District Meeting:   August 26 – 28, 2011.  This meeting is held in Idaho every 12 years and this is our year.  We need a good contingent of Idaho people there.  All association members are encouraged to attend and meet our district officials. IAHA is responsible for the location, hosting a Friday night social hour/dinner and set up Saturday recreational opportunities. A long discussion followed. The last meeting was in Coeur d’Alene.  We need keep things moving around the state. District representatives need easy access to the meeting site.

IAHA Webmaster Report 

May 14, 2011 

1. First and foremost, my apologies. I had a major computer meltdown in mid-April and had to replace my computer (vintage 2006). Unfortunately, USAH’s web software does not work well (or at all) with any Windows operating system newer than XP and IE 6, and certainly not with 64bit processors. Hence, I have not been able to edit/update the web site since then. At present, I am unable to make any changes to the web site. I’m still working this issue in a number of ways and hope to have access soon. I have backups of all IAHA data (minutes, etc.) that I have received since becoming webmaster and prior to 3-16-2011. 

2. USA Hockey anticipates going into live production with a new version of the software in the June-July 2011 timeframe. It is promised to be much easier, more intuitive, and compatible with new computers. There will be a transition period where parts of the site may have to be rebuilt. 

3. Posting of IAHA tournament scores and standings didn’t go as well as previous years. This was mainly due to me being unavailable as in previous years. More discussion is on this meeting’s the agenda. 

4. I would like to relinquish my responsibilities as your webmaster in the near future. I request that the IAHA Board designate a person(s) that I can work with to transition these responsibilities during the 2011-2012 season. As I have previously stated to the board, the IAHA 

is vulnerable in maintaining some web presence as this is wholly dependent upon one person. I recommend that the board appoint at least two individuals to be mentored during the coming season and a new IAHA “primary” webmaster be designated next year with the other’s as 

proficient backups.

Risk Management Report

The Volunteer Portal that was first used for the 2009-2010 season has continued to work well. Periodically sending the updated lists to the registrars during the screening season worked well. 

This year we merged the two approved lists into one and I think that has improved the ease of checking approved screenings. George Cole has continued his great work in posting the list immediately on the IAHA site. If anyone has suggestions for any improvements, please let me know. 

We screened and approved approximately 288 members for the 2010-2011 season and over 800 members have been screened and approved effective for that season. That reflects almost double the number screened last season. I’m not sure what to attribute the increase to, but believe it reflects better participation by all affiliates. 

Another positive note is that we had no material late applicants for screening this year. This was good news, we weren’t scrambling to screen and approve anyone immediately prior to year end tournaments and it facilitated team registrations. 
I learned this year that middle names can make it easier to screen, particularly members with common names, given the number of “hits” I get with common names. Unfortunately, the portal does not require middle names, but I will add something to the introduction next year asking for members to provide middle names. Your help in reminding your constituents to add middle names will enhance efficiency and will be greatly appreciated.

I'm attaching a rough summary of grant funds awarded (titled 2010 Summary).  Also, I think we may need to be much more diligent about using the funds the way USA Hockey dictates in their application process if we're going to ask utilize their grant system. I'm attaching the page that if you feel appropriate, should be given to each organization (Titled 2011 Approved Programs). I can send that when I send out the invitation to apply.  Let me know what you think.

 

My suggestions for the next season grants are: 

#1 -   there should be a hard deadline in the meeting minutes to avoid confusion (there was quite a bit this year).  I'm fine with any    date,   so pick one.  The January 31st date worked well last year.

 #2 - there probably needs to be a much clearer definition of what can be reimbursed. I don't really think the guidelines I followed   this year were anywhere near what USA Hockey allows for use of their grants.  Again, we can refer to the list they sent - but if it's too hard core, we can adjust.  I realize that because we're basically awarding grant funds without relying on the USA Hockey grant money, it doesn't have to be exactly as they've approved, but it would definitely help the associations clearly understand what they can and cannot apply grant funds to.  

 

I haven't gotten a response on the grant status, and honestly don't think I will before tomorrow, but I'll forward anything I do get.  I'm also still waiting to hear on whether we really need to file a report of the funds used last year since we didn't actually receive the grant. If we do, the only thing I can think of that will actually be permissible based on USA Hockey's guidelines is the Player Development Camp. If I have to file a report, I'll need the budget info (or actual since it's already taken place) for that.

2011 / 2012  District/Affiliate Block Grant Approved Programs

It is the responsibility of the District and its Affiliates to decide the distribution of the Grant monies. 

Below is a list of some of the programs the funds from the District/Affiliate Block Grant Program can be used for within your District/Affiliate. 

Player Development Program - Block Grant money could be used to assist in the operation of your Affiliate/District Player Development Programs for boths the boys and the Girls.

Women’s/Girl’s Program - As the growth of girls hockey continues to grow across the country, additional start-up monies may be needed in some areas. Additional funding can be used by the Districts/Affiliates to further promote girls hockey.

USA Hockey Screening Policy - The additional cost both in terms of dollars and time to implement this program has been large. In multi-state Districts several state laws may dictate the way the program is to be administered. The use of outside professional assistance to accomplish may be the only answer in some areas. This will have a cost associated with it that may not be able to be recovered from strictly a user’s fee. Block Grant money could be used to help offset some of these costs.

One Goal Program - The One Goal Equipment Program will hopefully be ready for nationwide impleme tation shortly and will greatly assist in bringing new players into our game. Block Grant money could be used to help offset some of these costs. 

District Coaching Seminars - Block Grant money can be used to conduct additional coaching and referee seminars, mentoring programs, evaluation programs, etc. The Block Grant funds can also be used to institute specialized skill drill clinics for players.

Risk Management Seminars - Block Grant money can be used to conduct Risk Management 

Seminars to help reduce the risk in various areas of our game. 

Opportunities in Hockey Seminars - Some Districts/Affiliates currently conduct these seminars to players who are entering high school. The purpose is to educate the player and parent of the future opportunities in hockey after high school and how to attain it. Emphasis is on what is the best avenue for that particular player to follow; juniors, college, prep, national team development, etc. College academic requirements to participate in sports, nutrition, physical and mental development are also addressed. Block Grant money can be used to offset the costs associated with conducting these seminars.

AdditionalDistrict/Affiliate Meetings - As hockey continues to grow, especially in the non traditional hockey areas, additional communication and planning is needed. Additional meetings can be funded by this program to help offset costs. 

Heads Up — Don’t Duck
Awareness Campaign The Heads Up - Don’t Duck awareness campaign should be instituted nationwide. Helmet decals should be on every helmet. The video tape should be in the hands of every organization. Some Districts/Affiliates have done an excellent job with instituting this awareness campaign. Block Grant money can be used to offset the 

costs associated with conducting a Heads Up - Don’t Duck Program.

Cross Ice Program This newly developed program to allow more skill development at the younger age levels has proven to be very successful where it has been implemented. Costs associated with this program include rink divider walls, additional nets, etc. Block Grant money can be used to offset the costs associated with conducting these cross ice programs.

Parent Education Seminars - Several Districts/Affiliates have implemented Parent Education Programs to help educate parents and spectators the need to keep the game of amateur hockey in perspective to teach our children the true value of amateur sports. Costs include copied material to distribute, classroom and AV equipment for seminars, etc. Block Grant money can be used to help offset some of these costs. 

Hockey Initiative - With the renewed focus on growing hockey, Block Grant funds can be used for any and all programs which result in bringing new members into the USA Hockey family. These will vary greatly from District to District, but all are encouraged to use a portion of their Block Grant funds on growing our game.

Hockey Weekend Across America - With the success of Hockey Weekend Across America (HWAA), Block Grant funds can be used for any and all programs which result promoting events and activities surrounding HWAA. These will vary greatly from District to District, but all are encouraged to use a portion of their Block Grant funds this initiative. 

American Development Model - As part of the American Development Model (ADM), Block Grant funds (ADM) can be used to implement a Long Term Athlete Development program within your Affiliate/District. Please contact the National Office to assist in the implementation of this program in your area.

Other - All other programs which are not listed here but your Affiliate/District feel have value and merit to conduct in your Affiliate/District, must be PRE- APPROVED, IN ADVANCE, in order for Block Grant money to be used to offset the associated costs. 

Please submit a written plan which includes an outline of the program and a budget to Jim Smith or Kevin McLaughlin with your application form. A decision will be reached as soon as possible with all alternative plans to
ASSOCIATION REPORTS
Coeur d’Alene Hockey Association Report 

The Coeur d’Alene Hockey Association had a very challenging season due primarily from the continuance of displacement from our home ice in Coeur d’Alene. Our rink collapsed in January 2009, and although there is considerable progress on our new facility, it is still not completed. This report will briefly review the Association’s 2010/2011 season. 

Membership:    The Association had 80 players in 2010/2011. This is a slight reduction from 84 registered players for the 2009/2010 season. Down from close to 200 registered players in the 2008/2009 season. CDAHA rostered 6 teams this past season. Two Midget teams, one Bantam, one Peewee, one Squirt, and one Mite. All of the teams practiced & played “home games” 35 to 50 miles away at Eastern Washington University (EWU) in Cheney, WA & Riverfront Park (RFP) in Spokane, WA. 

Divisions/Play:     In an effort to reduce the travel to practices the Bantam and both Midget teams had fewer practices but for longer durations. With a heavy carpooling effort the Squirt and Peewee teams maintained two practices a week. The Mite team practiced only once a week to keep costs down and to preserve parent interest in the program. 

Future/Growth:     It has been difficult to maintain our registration, much less expand, given the fact that each one-hour practice requires a 2 ½ to 3-hour time commitment from our parents. With the uncertainty of the completion of our home rink it is difficult to predict what the 2010/2011 season will hold for CDAHA. The latest report envisions the rink will be ready by the fall 2011 but likely closer to January 2012. CDAHA is in the midst of a heavy fundraising effort in conjunction with KYRO to raise $600,000 to complete the new facility. CDAHA has several fundraisers it has committed to this year and will dedicate every penny earned to KYRO. The timely completion of KYRO is imperative to the future of CDAHA. The CDAHA board has already been in contact with EWU & RFP to secure ice in the fall & early winter 2012 to begin our programs with the hope to move to our new rink immediately after completion. It is likely we will only be rostering one team per level next season and it will likely take a few years to build our teams back up to where they were prior to losing our rink. 

Chubbuck Pocatello Hockey Association 

The Chubbuck Pocatello Hockey Association completed its most significant season since joining the Idaho Amateur Hockey Association and USA Hockey. 
Second Outdoor Rink:    With enormous help from the City of Chubbuck and a variety of local contractors, CPHA completed construction of a 191 x 85 foot ice rink adjacent to our inline rink in Chubbuck’s Capell Park. Although construction was rushed to get the rink completed in time (two months from start to finish), the quality of workmanship in the frost wall, board and glass set-up, and lighting is remarkable. A group of dedicated volunteers set up the boards over several weekends, including one Saturday in a blinding snow storm and high winds. 

The CPHA received outstanding publicity throughout the season, capped off by a two day grand opening, including free chili and skating on Friday February 11th (which drew more than 100 public skaters to the rink), and games against the Salmon Rapids and a ribbon cutting/dedication on Saturday the 12th . 

CPHA would like to thank the Salmon Youth Hockey Association and the Idaho Falls Youth Hockey Association for their continued support of our program. 

This year’s weather made ice maintenance challenging. Periods of deep cold and good ice building were often followed by warm spells that severely damaged the playing surface. The CPHA is initiating a fund raising campaign to raise money for refrigeration within the next two years. Our relationship with the City of Chubbuck continues to be strong and they have committed significant resources toward continual improvements at the rink. 

Play :   CPHA sent a team to the IAHA State Tournament for the first time and despite lopsided losses, parents seemed happy to be able to participate in the event and got a sense of the larger hockey world in Idaho. CPHA is investigating the possibility of having a bantam team participate in IFYHA’s house league next year and working to recruit enough players for the area’s first JV high school team. 

Registrations:    Player recruitment was hurt this year by the enormous effort committed to rink construction. However, overall youth numbers remain the same. CPHA’s drop in participation is solely due to the fact that it chose not to run an adult pick-up program this year. Recruitment is once again a top priority for the Association. 
Idaho Falls Youth Hockey Association Report 

Membership/Growth/Teams:   The Idaho Falls Youth Hockey Association had a good year this past season. We advertised
in the local newspaper, advertised in the City of Idaho Falls Parks and Recreation Magazine as well as posted banners on street corners. 

We implemented a ‘Growth Coordinator” position to our Association. Our coordinator did an outdoor 3v3 tournament
where younger kids brought a friend to play the game. Equipment was available. We also did an equipment drive where people 
could drop off their used equipment. We instituted a ‘try hockey for free’ event during the Hockey Weekend Across America. This
event brought 60 new skaters to the event, squirts and younger. We offered equipment and teamed up with the City of Idaho Falls 
to loan hockey skates as well as provide a ‘skate for free’ coupon to all individuals that attended. The event was a great success. We 
will try this event before our season starts this year and probably during the Hockey Weekend Across America event as well. 

With the opening of our new facility we also have seen an added interest of teams wanting to attend our tournaments
and the City has also seen a drastic increase in the learn to skate programs. The new facility is awesome and it has a totally different 
feel than our ‘old’ facility!! 

We had 2 state championship teams from the IAHA Tournament – Bantam A and Midget A. We hosted the State High 
School tournament and it was a huge success. 

Other:    We received a new Zamboni this year and will keep our other Zamboni as a back-up. 

We are in the process or installing a new compressor and restructuring the South end of the building. The completion date 
is set for September. The South end of the building will be “bricked in” to complete what has been started with the new locker rooms.
Our other goal is to “flip” the rink and upgrade the East side of the building. We will continue our fundraising efforts to accomplish
these goals. 

We continue in our community efforts with Wal*Mart and completed our $5,000 VAP program and picked up trash around 
the City for 5 hours.

On-Ice Report:    The Jr. Steelheads teams experienced a very competitive and successful season throughout all divisions in practice 
and in game play. Tryouts were conducted in late August with practices starting in September. Tier teams practiced 3 times per week 
and on average, played in 6 – 8 away tournaments. Non-tier teams practiced 2 times per week and on average, played in 4 -5 away tournaments. Predominantly the USA Hockey PDM was utilized with all teams. 

This season our association hosted 4 home tournaments, Fall Face Off in November, Break the Ice Tournament in December, The Mark Gagnon Memorial Tournament in January and The IAHA State Championship Tournament in February.

LCAHA started the year out with 42 players in October and at the end of December had just over 70 players. The mite program was especially grim with 7 players going into the season. The association worked with the local rink and was able to provide the following incentives to expose more youth to hockey and build the program. 

•   free youth hockey for all mite aged players for the month of November and December 

•   $40 a month to play in January and February 

•   A try before you buy type program with equipment being available at the rink for area youth interested in trying out hockey but aren’t sure     if it is right for them. Our mite program finished the season with approximately 20 players. Many of those we anticipate returning next year as squirts and mites. We are going to continue this program and some similar programs to better enable us to recruit new hockey players and expose area youth to hockey. 
ADM was adopted for Mite practices which was successful and accepted by players and coaches. We played cross-ice games with Moscow and McCall which was well received with older kids on 2/3 sheet with the smaller or newer mites on the 1/3 playing cross-ice. The game format was well received by parents and players of both age groups and is something we will likely continue and expand on for future games. 

LCAHA recently held board elections and we have an almost entirely new board of directors. We don’t anticipate any major changes while the board adjusts to the new roles. Our past president, Steve Ketola, is moving out of the area which leaves some pretty large gaps in coaching and influence in the local hockey community. The coaching outlook for the next year looks a bit different as well with some new coaches and some shuffling of existing coaches to different age groups.

Palouse Youth Hockey Association

The Palouse Youth Hockey Association had a great 2010-2011 season. We surpassed over 100 kids playing hockey and had Bantam and Midget teams compete at the State Tournament. We hosted tournaments for mites, squirts and peewees. Our numbers look strong as we had over 30 mites with another 30 youth participating in a learn to play hockey opportunity at the rink after the season. We hope to have over 120 players next season. The ADM model was used extensively by coaches and accepted by players, coaches and parents with enthusiasm. It was very impressive to watch the ADM model in use during a mite practice with 30 or more players at multiple stations on the three quarter sheet of ice. It was almost as crowded as a bantam or midget practice. Further the cross ice games allowed greater participation which we anticipate will lead to better 

skaters and long term players. 

We hosted coaching clinics at levels 1, 2 and 3 in order to support the local area and develop our coaches. 

Some recent developments look promising for a permanent indoor ice rink to be built in Moscow at the current site. The county commissioners and fair board have agreed to an extended lease (30-50 years) with the rink that would allow a permanent building. The city council is finalizing agreement with the managers of 

the rink for the necessary permits. Thus, the agreements will be in place soon for the building. With the growth in numbers of youth hockey, we have momentum to finally get a permanent facility. Of course funding will be the next critical step in the process.
