Having established that a quorum of 17 voting representatives were present, the meeting continued.
The MINUTES of the last meeting have been posted on line and it is assumed that everyone has read them.   IT WAS MOVED by Bev Hott (IF) and seconded by Travis Ceniga (JSH) to accept the minutes as written. MOTION PASSED
ASSOCIATION REPORTS:  complete on-line reports are attached.

        STEELHEADS:  had 2 teams go to Nations this year, it was a great experience for them.  Things 
are going well.  They will have 2 teams in each division.

        IDAHO ICEWORLD:  they have a new General Manager, Kevin Barnes and have been making a lot
 
of changes and improvements.  They will be holding coaching clinics this summer.
        SALMON: see on line report.
        CHUBBUCK/POCATELLO:  They received a $40,000 grant from Portneuf Medical Center and a 
$60,000 grant from the City to install their refrigeration unit.  There should be refrigerated ice this 
fell if they can find a compressor.

         SUN VALLEY:  see on line report.
         IDAHO FALLS:  Sled Hockey was a great success.  Took 2 High School teams to nationals, it was a   
great experience for them.  The high level of competition has improved their abilities.  They again 
participated with Wal-Mart in the ‘Volunteerism Always Pays” Grant and received $5,000.00.
     TREASURE VALLEY:  Rick Shaw introduced their new President Scott Hussen, who thanked Rick for 
his years of service.  They will be hosting a hockey camp this summer featuring two Russian 
coaches.  There are still openings available if anyone is interested.
     KYRO / CDAHA:  They will have a year-round facility when they open this year in August and will 
provide 
a complete program for all age groups.  They are planning a Tier I Tournament.  There 
Midgets have a high skill level, are looking for high levels of competition and will travel.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT:   Dean spoke briefly, reminding us that this was his last meeting because of his  
new District position. He was not able to attend the Winter meeting because of the Tier I activities in 
Salt Lake, but will be attending in June.   He then made the point that we, as the governing body of 
IAHA, need to put hockey first and keep the good of the State Organization above all else.  Our 
feelings about individual associations or people, need to set aside for the greater good of the 
whole Association.
TREASURER”S REPORT:   USA Hockey did a review (audit) of our books, we did very well.  Their main 
recommendation is that we move from Quicken to QuickBooks.
      NEW BUDGET:
       
Income – 

         Registration Fees; increase Adult & Youth $1,000 each to $10,000 and $9,000 respectively.

                      USAH Block Grant; applied for $8600 grand, not yet approves but expected.  Last year 


    the ADM Symposium fell through.  We still have that $8,200 set aside.   A  discussion


    on ADM and the need for ADM training ensued.  IT WAS MOVED by J. DiSanza (C/P) 

    
    and seconded by B.Hott (IF) to set up a  line item of $10,000 for ADM Training 


    
    for up to 10 individuals per association.  The $$ to be spent first on expenses with the 


    balance split equally between those that have to travel to attend.  This money will be 


    paid to the respective association to help defray travel expenses.  The dates are 


    tentatively set to for Sept 14th & 15th in Southern Idaho and two week day evenings the 

    following week in Northern Idaho.  Exact venue determined by available ice and     


    instructors.  MOTION PASSED

standing.  Currently, none are. There is money ear-marked for Adults available at the District level.
                    Misc. Exp:  $500   Last year we added money to set up the on-line store.  Go back 



to the original amount.  The store has not done well.


      Office Exp:  $500 - one time rise to purchase QuickBooks accounting Program.

                   Ref Training:  $2400 - this is to train ref to train others.
Question presented to Board – If USH Hockey collects fees for training refs, do they have any money   
available to help w/ travel to trainings.  NO and the District will not help with travel.
Question – Should IAHA, the local Associations and/or the Referees Association help with coasts.  Problem 
being, we have a lot of highly qualified refs in the area but very few are level III certified. (later)


 State Meeting:  $2,400  same as usual.
NOTE from Treasurer: that this is a $15,000 deficit budget,  

           Note from President we have enough in the bank to cover it. 
IT WAS MOVED by B. Hott (IF), and seconded by T. McClintick (IIW) to approve the budget. 
MOTION PASSED. 

GRANT REPORT:   This topic has been discussed.  See on-line report for any details.
REGISTRAR’S REPORT:  Tom Lampl reported that registrations are pretty flat, with the exception of the 



girls, who have dropped.



Birth Certificates:  Doing well except at mites’ lever and in–house leagues.



NEW Registrars:  Please contact Tom before the season gets started.  He will help.

PLAYER DEVELOPMENT CAMP:  Everything went pretty well.  There was only one concern.  


Because of the low number of girls in the program, there was a low number of girls in the 


youngest group.  This could be handled by allowing 13 year olds at PDC.  This will be 


discussed in August in Colorado.
             
The boys are very health with more demand than slots available.


COACHING RE-CECRTIFICATION:  The level 4 class will be in Colorado Springs this year and will 

not return to this area for approx. 4 years.  There is just no demand.

CEP REPORT:  12 clinics were held this year.  The on line modules have been modified to deal with some 

of the previous complaints.  It is much better this year.

END OF SEASON TEAMS – yes or no.  The general consensus was they are a good thing for our 

players if games and tournaments can be arranged.  It is a lot of work if someone 


wants to accept the challenge.

GROWTH CHAIRMAN:   We are still without a body to fill this position.  USA Hockey would really like us to 
find someone to do this.  Please talk to people in you Association.

REFEREE / OFFICIALS REPORT:  Bobby Noyes stated that we have about 160 certified refs in the State.  
There was a problem this year at the IAHA State Tournament, when Idaho IceWorld score sheets 
were used.  Please, from now on use USA Hockey Score sheets.


A MAJOR PROBLEM this year was the low number of good qualified refs at the State 
Tournaments. Idaho has a large number of highly qualified refs with only a Level I certification. The 
problem seems to be economic, it’s much cheaper and easier to stay level I, than move to Level  II 
or III.  It was pointed out that IAHA is a 100% volunteer group while 98% of the referees are paid.  

Ref’s have their own association.  A spirited debate followed.

IT WAS MOVED and seconded that IAHA adopt as mandatory the officiating level standards 
established by USA Hockey for all games.  Any association found having knowingly used the 

wrong level refs shall not be in good standing.  Two years for 100% compliance. (2015 / 2016 
season).  MOTION PASSED.  With one noted abstention fromTravis Ceniga.
RISK MANAGEMENT REPORT:   Things are progressing nicely, and we are pushing to standardize the
background screening.  Watch for changed coming soon.  USA Hockey will be implementing a 
similar screening, but in much more detail than IAHA currently requires.

SAFE SPORTS CO-ORDINATOR:  Mike Lehto reported that it has taken USA Hockey longer to launch this 
program than expected.  There should be a full report at the September meeting.
WEBMASTER REPORT:   Pat Ballou reported that this year has been very frustrating.  He got our 
web site set up, only to have USA Hockey sell the web platform…..so he had to set it up again.

The on-line store has been disappointing.  Pat recognizes that there were very limited offerings 
he is in the process of rectifying that.  For-warned is for-armed:  USA Hockey is moving more and 
more to on line apps.  The new platform is much faster and handling it.
AGENDA ITEMS:

CONCUSSION COMMITTEE REPORT:   4 part proposal


1.  IAHA needs to set a Concussion Policy



2.  Parents need to sign-off in the policy



3.  Need to have accord among coaches



4.  Each Association needs a concussion “Czar”


We have currently tested 100 skaters and have a license for a total of 500.  Within 2 years we need 
to have a baseline on every one.  St Luke’s has a concussion plan that we need to explore.  It is set 
up for High School students and is good but would need to be tweaked for hockey.  We need to 
keep this movement strong, it is important to our athletes and coaches.  


ADMINISTRATION OF BASELINE TEST:  Training will be available for testers. DiSanza and 


Heinrich will continue their efforts.

STATE SCHEDULE:   It is working well.  B. Noyes will handle it again this year.  The schedule will 

be set up based on last year.  Send in any changes as soon as they are available.

PDC REFUND:   Skater suspended because of Match Penalty and did not attend PDC as a result, 

but was unable to request a refund in a timely manner because of communications 

`
problems.  The situation was discussed.   


IT WAS MOVED by V Hughes (KYRO) and seconded by D Schroder (JSH) that Cameron 

Chun’s PDC fees be refunded.  MOTION PASSED.


It was asked that this be used as a guideline for future incidents.  P. Ballou suggested that 

we begin using the USA Hockey on-line ref’s reports.  It is not mandatory at this time, but 


would have alleviated this problem.

MANDATED MOVEUP POLICY FOR SECOND YEAR DIVISION PLAYERS ONLY:


The policy and the pros and cons were discussed.  IT WAS MOVED by S. Hussen (TV)


and seconded by V Hughes (KYRO) to change this mandate.  MOTION FAILED.

ADM MODEL ASSOCIATION:  We don’t have one in Idaho yet. If we are going to put on a 


symposium and ask trainers to come, it might be a good idea to have a Model Association 

in place.  Idaho Falls will look over the requirements again.


WAIVER / APPEAL PROCESS FOR BLACKOUT DATES:   Salmon requested a waiver of 

            the black out policy and were told “no”. The “no” answer was based on IAHA lack of any        
            avenue for an appeal of the rule.  After a short discussion, it was agreed that there are   
  
            certain situation in which a waiver might be appropriate and that we needed to change the 

Bi-Laws.  IT WAS MOVED by J. Knudson (SYH) to modify the “Blackout Rule” to allow the  

Board to consider waivers.  MOTION PASSED.


President’s note:   Waivers put before the Board at a regular meeting will pass with a 


simple majority, but requests that require a special telephone or e-mail vote must receive a 

unanimous vote to pass.

The High School Tournament in Sun Valley is contingent on availability and cost of ice and rooms.  IT WAS MOVED by D Brandstetter and seconded by several delegates, that, if Sun Valley can’t host the High School Tournament, sealed bids will be accepted from Idaho Falls, Boise and Coeur d’Alene.  Lowest bidder hosts the Tournament with the stipulation that should the expenses run over the bid, the hosting Association will be liable for them.  MOTION PASSED.

As a result, both the current Vice-President and the Treasurer will accept re-election on the condition that their replacements be found and installed as soon as possible.  Nomination were opened.

Coach-in-Chief’s report

This year the CEP trainers (myself, Gordon Murdock, and John Heinrich),  put on 12 clinics across the state that served 112 coaches.

There was at least an hour of ice time for every clinic. CEP trainers used that time to explain how to teach basic hockey skills, including skating, passing and receiving, stick handling, shooting, and body contact and body checking. I know this can be an expensive for associations, but USA Hockey continues to want an on-ice session for every clinic and every coach.   

There were very few questions about the program this year and everyone appears to be pretty comfortable with the guidelines that were implemented two years ago. 

The online learning modules got a bit shorter if you were taking more than one and I received no complaints this year about download speeds.

IAHA Matching Grant    2012 – 2013
USA Hockey Affiliate Block Grant


The 2012/13 Block Grant award from USA Hockey was $8,199.00 – based on $3.00 per registered youth player in the state of Idaho (total of 2733 players).  The approval came with specific instructions on what programs were approved as allowable expenses for grant fund use.  With the approved program list, the IAHA Grant application form was altered to reflect which programs USA Hockey deemed appropriate for the grant funds.  Per the Spring 2012 board vote, the programs allowed for matching grant reimbursement for the 2012/13 Grants were:

1. ADM Model program expenses – match up to $700.00 match

2. Red, White & Blue Hockey (Cross Ice) – match up to $700.00 match

3. Travel to the ADM Symposium - $2,500 match


Of the 13 Youth Associations in Idaho, 4 participated in the matching grant program (Idaho Ice World, Idaho Falls, Palouse, and Sun Valley).  Each of the four associations was awarded $700.00 after providing a completed application and appropriate documentation of their expenditures.  There were no submissions for matching funds related to travel to the ADM Symposium.


The due date for applications for the matching grant funds was moved back to January 31st, 2013, with an extension to March 31, 2013 as a few associations weren’t able to get all information in by the original due date. 


The report of funds usage has been forwarded to the USA Hockey Affiliate Block Grant department, as has the application for the 2013/14 grant funds.  As of this time, no final word has been received as to the award of funds.

Rules: A reminder this is a Rule Change year, which is now a 4 year period.

State Games Tournament (IF): used 9 officials, 6 local from I.F., 1 from Boise, 2 from Sun Valley

High School Tournament (Boise): used 11 officials, 7 local from Boise (host), 1 from Salmon, 2 from I.F., 1 from Moscow.

(notes from this tournament, the score sheets were inadequate and were not USA Hockey forms).
District Tournament held in SLC: Pat Ballou participated as a linesman and referee.

WIT Camp: Mark Enegren from North Idaho (will need reimbursement)
Development Camp in SLC (early May): 7 people attended, up from 5 last year, 3 from the Boise area and 4 from Moscow/North Idaho. IAHA budgeted some money to help offset expenses to attend, and thus encourage more attendance for which I am still collecting and receiving expenses.

ASSOCIATION REPORTS:


Association Report

Chubbuck Pocatello Hockey Association
The Chubbuck Pocatello Hockey Association had a very successful year. We iced teams for scrimmages/games in four divisions, including squirt, peewee, bantam, and midget/high school. These teams played games in Idaho Falls, Davis County and Logan, UT, Teton Valley, and Salmon. 

CPHA thanks Mike Lehto for bringing his girls’ team to Chubbuck for a game this year and Collin Himmelstein and Ryan Krogstad for bringing the Bonneville-Hillcrest JV team to Chubbuck on the evening of our grant announcement. (Collin took the day off work, came down early, and helped all day in 10 degree weather to prepare the ice for the event). 

Speaking of grants, the biggest news for the Association came last fall when we were awarded a $40,000 grant from the Portneuf Health Care Foundation to refrigerate the ice rink in Chubbuck’s Capell Park. Combined with a commitment of $60,000 from the City of Chubbuck, this will be enough to refrigerate the rink for the coming winter.

CPHA would like to thank Mike Lehto for taking an evening out of his schedule in November to answer questions and help support our pitch for $60,000 to the Chubbuck Development Authority. Given his position on the Idaho Falls City Council and his knowledge of the Idaho Falls program, there may not have been a better person in the state to support our presentation. 

After the meeting, Mike spoke briefly with Mayor England of Chubbuck and further strengthened our presentation. Mike’s commitment to growing the game does not always get the recognition it deserves. The CPHA Board of Directors extends a sincere thank you to Mike Lehto for his efforts on our behalf.   

We have secured insulation, pipe chairs, and a compressor from various dealers and associations in Canada and are currently designing the compressor building and putting together the headers for the rink. The one thing we are still looking for is a condenser. If anyone knows of one floating around somewhere with no home we would love to hear about it.

It will be a long summer with many frustrations that come from a large construction project, but I think it will begin to pay off in increased numbers and a real hockey program in Chubbuck in the very near future.

IAHA State Meeting – May 18, 2013 

Membership/Growth/Teams 


The Idaho Falls Youth Hockey Association had a good year this past season. We are steadily increasing our membership in all divisions. This year we had 105 in the mite division alone last year. The purpose of this letter is to report the results and findings of
our recent field visit involving the Idaho Affiliate. Included in
this letter are our recommendations to the Idaho Affiliate
regarding their operating procedures and other matters.

IDAHO AMATEUR HOCKEY ASSOCIATION

On November 5, 2012, Bob Weldon and I met with Dean Brandstetter,
and Rex Andersen in Idaho Falls, Idaho. Dean has been the
President for three years and Rex has been the Treasurer for three

years.

The Tdsho State Amateur Hockey Association was incorporated in
September 1999 and its corporate registration is current with the
State of Idaho. The Association received its 501(c)(3) status from
the Internal Revenue Service in December 2000.

The Tdaho Affiliate timely filed its 990 tax returns for the years
ended June 30, 2010, 2011 and 2012. The Affiliate does not have a
sales tax exemption because it does not gqualify in the state of

Idaho.
The Affiliate charges the following fees:

Player registrations - 6 and under S 0
Player registrations - 7 and over 6

The Affiliate uses a fiscal year end of June 30 and the Treasurer
maintains the accounting records using Quicken software. The
Treasurer's accounting records are well organized and easy to

follow.

As of June 30, 2012, the Affiliate’'s net assets consisted of
433,785 of cash. Rex indicated that the aAffiliate had no inventory
or equipment.
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he Affiliate’'s 990 tax returns for the past three years were well
repared.

he Affiliate pays an annual assessment of $1 per player to the
ocky Mountain District. Dean stated that the Affiliate makes no
ayments to the District Coach-in-Chief or the District Referee—-in-
hief. Dean indicated that he was not aware of any fraud that
ccurred either at the Affiliate or the Association level in the

ast two years.

RECOMMENDATIONS TO THE IDAHO AMATEUR HOCKEY ASSOCIATION

In order for the Affiliate to maintain its accounting records
on a full accrual method of accounting, player fees received in
advance for the following fiscal year should be recorded as

deferred revenue at June 30.

The Affiliate should give its President online access to the
checking accounts to enable him to monitor the activity in the
accounts as an additional form of internal control.

. The Affiliate Treasurer should record the $1 per player
registration fee it pays to the Rocky Mountain District as an
expense rather than netting it against the Affiliate player

registrations.
The Affiliate Treasurer should carefully monitor the

Affiliate's payments to officials to determine whether any 1099
forms need to be filed at the end of the year.

The Idaho Affiliate should comsider posting its form 990 on its
website.

The Idaho Affiliate should consider converting its accounting
software from Quicken to QuickBooks.

The Affiliate should consider appointing an internal audit
committee to review the financial records on at least an annual

basis.
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The Tdaho Affiliate should follow up with Bob Weldon within 30
days of receipt of this report to provide the status of
implementing these recommendations.

In closing, we would like to acknowledge the excellent cooperation
we received during this field visit. We also wish to point out
that the improvement in the accounting records since our last
review has been remarkable.

We would welcome the opportunity to discuss these matters in more
detail.

Idaho Amateur Hockey Association responds to the recommendations made as a result of the financial review as

follows:

1. In order for the Affiliate to maintain its accounting records on a full accrual method of accounting, player fees

received in advance for the following fiscal year should be recorded as deferred revenue at June 30.

IAHA has added a “Deferred Registration Revenue” to their Chart of Accounts as a current liability and agree to

place all registration income received between May 1st and June 30th in this deferred revenue account. A journal

entry will be made on July 1st to move this money to “Registration Income” for the correct fiscal year.

2. The affiliate should give its President online access to the checking accounts to enable him to monitor the

activity in the accounts as an additional form of internal control.

As of November 27th, the President now has online access to view and monitor the checking account.

3. The Affiliate Treasurer should record the $1 per player registration fee it pays to the Rocky Mountain District as

an expense rather than netting it against the Affiliate player registrations.

IAHA has added “Rocky Mountain District Fees” expense to their Chart of Accounts and agrees to put Rocky

Mountain District’s portion of our Registration Income in that expense account rather than netting it against the

income.

4. The Affiliate Treasurer should carefully monitor the Affiliate’s payments to officials to determine whether any

1099 forms need to be filed at the end of the year.

The Treasurer agrees. The State Referee/Scheduler has been informed that if a referee breaks this $600 mark

during the year that the IAHA will need to have a W9 submitted prior to us releasing a check that puts them

above that mark.

5. The Idaho Affiliate should consider posting its form 990 on its website.

As of November 8th, the previous 3 years of 990 were posted on our website.

6. The Idaho Affiliate should consider converting its accounting software from Quicken to QuickBooks.

As of November, all data was migrated from Quicken to QuickBooks.

7. The Affiliate should consider appointing an internal audit committee to review the financial records on at least

an annual basis.
In addition to the Treasurer, there are three other members of IAHA Board of Directors that currently serve as a

Financial Review Committee. Before the 10th of the month the Treasurer provides each of these members with

the previous Bank Statement, Profit & Loss Statement, Check Register, and Actual vs Budgeted Income/Expense

Worksheet. At this point the committee’s members are allowed to send questions, make a suggestion, or

request a copy of the original invoice from an expense that was paid out.

Although we feel like this does satisfy having an “internal audit committee”, we liked your suggestion of this

group of people meeting together prior to the start of our regularly scheduled board meetings to give the books

an additional sniff test that then can be reported back to the board as a whole.

I believe that all recommendations have been met. If there are any questions or you need further information, please

do not hesitate to contact us.
