ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

OF

NEW MEXICO WRESTLING HALL OF FAME

The undersigned, __________________, desiring to form a non-profit corporation in accordance with the provisions of the New Mexico Non-Profit Corporation Act [hereinafter referred to as the "Act"], has prepared and hereby adopts the following Articles of Incorporation.

ARTICLE I
The name of this Corporation is NEW MEXICO WRESTLING HALL OF FAME [hereinafter referred to as the "Corporation"].

ARTICLE II
Duration
The duration of this Corporation is perpetual.

ARTICLE III
Purposes and Powers
SECTION 1:  Purposes.  The purposes for which this Corporation is formed are:

a.
To continually and perpetually recognize the outstanding and exemplary accomplishments and contributions of New Mexico’s wrestlers, coaches, referees, amd individuals through induction into the NMWHOF.

b.
To display before the public the athletic accomplishments or services which have been instrumental in creating, maintaining, continuing, and growing New Mexico’s excellent wrestling tradition while exhibiting high moral character;

c.
To promote continuing interest in New Mexico wrestling and the NMWHOF as a public relations vehicle to further enhance relations between the public at large and the wrestling community.  
SECTION 2.  Powers.  In furtherance and not in limitation of the objects and purposes hereinbefore stated, it is expressly provided that the Corporation shall have the power and authority to perform all acts, and to exercise all powers that are necessary or proper to accomplish its purposes and is organized for the purposes and objects to engage in any lawful act or activity for which non-profit corporations may be organized under the Act or corresponding provisions of any future Act and all other Acts or laws with respect to non-profit corporations.

ARTICLE IV
Stock
This Corporation is not organized for profit and shall have no capital stock.

ARTICLE V
Restrictions
No part of the net earnings of the Corporation shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributed to its directors or officers, if any, or other private persons, except that the Corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in Article III hereof.     

ARTICLE VI
Voluntary Dissolution
The Corporation may dissolve and wind up its affairs by the adoption of a resolution to dissolve by the vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the Members of the Corporation.

ARTICLE VII
Distribution of Assets Upon Liquidation
In the event of dissolution of the Corporation, the assets of the Corporation shall be applied and distributed as follows:

a.
All liabilities and obligations of the Corporation shall be paid and discharged, or adequate provision shall be made therefor;

b.
Assets held by the Corporation upon condition requiring return, transfer or conveyance, which condition occurs by reason of the dissolution, shall be returned, transferred or conveyed in such requirement;

c.
Any remaining assets shall be distributed to such non-profit societies, non-profit organizations or non-profit domestic or foreign corporations for the benefit of the sport of wrestling as may be selected by the Board of Directors.

d.
In no event may any member, former member, director, former director, officer or former officer receive directly or indirectly any distribution or proportion of a distribution from any assets.

ARTICLE VIII
Registered Office and Registered Agent

ARTICLE IX
Board of Directors
The affairs of the Corporation shall be conducted and managed by a Board of Directors not to exceed thirteen (13) directors as established by the By-Laws, to be elected by those entitled to vote at such election, in the manner and for terms provided by the By-Laws.  The number of Directors constituting the initial Board of Directors of the Corporation is eight (8) and the names and addresses of the persons who are to serve as the initial Board of Directors are as follows:
