1. WELCOME, APPROVAL OF MINUTES– Stacey Greven
· Stacey Greven began meeting at 6:18pm.
· Minutes from June 10, 2013 meeting - Approved 

2. BOYS Program Update – John Greven/Ron Reimann
· Desire to use the new EVHS coaching staff for this year’s tryouts subject to meeting with Coach Goetz and his staff in the near future.  Will give evaluators more instruction on more detailed evaluations so Boys program can have more data for placing players and teams in the appropriate levels for competitiveness.
· Decision made to keep flexibility in terms of forming teams post tryouts and placing those teams in appropriate tournament bracket levels to achieve better competitiveness as a program.  Depending on numbers will occasionally see 8 players on an “A” team if appropriate.

3. Boys and Girls Basketball Tournaments – Jeff Bolger/Jason Priest
· Jeff has sent completed flyers for both Boys and Girls tournaments and given them to the appropriate parties for inclusion in the overall MYAS tournament book published in late summer.

4. HPA Gym Space – Summer Ward
· Summer and others were successful in securing an initial block of gym time allocation from High Performance Academy for the 2013-2014 winter season.
· We will start with Monday nights from 5:00pm to 6:30pm with five courts available for us.  That will provide five 90-minute practice sessions weekly for EVAA.
· Summer monitoring receipt of other gym permits that have been requested for both ongoing EVAA Traveling Basketball events and next year’s tournament venues. Need to hear back from EVHS and Community Ed on specific middle school venues for tournaments

5. 2013-2014 BB REGISTRATIONS - Tom Hipple
· Registrations are open on the website.  Tom reporting only 18 registrations received thus far—but that is similar in number to last year at this time.
· Hard deadline of August 31st for both boys and girls registrations.  No walk up registrations are expected to be allowed this year.

6. 2013 EVAA END OF SUMMER BASKETBALL ACADEMY
· 15 players participating thus far in 2013 Shot Club.   Hope to see more tracking sheets arrive later this summer.
· With changes in EVHS boys coaching staff, need to reach out to Coach Goetz and his new staff to ensure they are interested in working the End of Summer BB Academy in mid/late August.  Plan to be at Coach Goetz “meet and greet” on Wed. 7/17 at EVHS to discuss with him.
· Boys dates remain August 14, 15, 21 and 22 – from 5:15pm to 9:15pm
· Girls dates are August 19, 20, and 27 – 6:00pm to 9:00pm

7. 2013-2014 Budget
· Reviewed draft budget put together by Stacy and John Greven since it will need to be presented at Big Board Meeting in September. 
· In general revenue budget is a little less given desire to cap size of tournaments this year.  Expenses are up with additional training for coaches, upgrades to tournament concessions, additional gym time (HPA, etc.) and equipment replacement.  Will be reducing overall size of surplus over time.
· 2013-2014 Budget approved with changes discussed at meeting.
