SWAC Winter Meeting January 18, 2006 Gull Lake High School
1. The meeting was called to order by President Rosalie Flynn at 6:40 PM. Those present included: Marc Benjamin (Consul), Colleen Carleton (Cabri), Rea Carlson (Gull Lake), John Cazakoff (Shaunavon), Stu Esson (St. Angela's), Jennifer Foley (Shaunavon), Dennis Franz (Fox Valley), Cindy Glenn-Schultz (Abbey), Val Gordon (Eastend), Adam Jackson (Swift Current), Dianne Johnson(Consul), Tim Miller (Shaunavon), Mike Puszkar (Frontier), Terry Ross (Ponteix) and Chris Wenner (Swift Current).
2. A proposed agenda was circulated.
MOTION 05/06-008: Esson/Schultz that the agenda be adopted as presented.
Carried
3. The minutes of the September 7, 2005 were previously circulated on the SWAC Web Site.
MOTION 05/06-009: Ross/Franz that the minutes be adopted as circulated.
Carried
4. There was no business arising from the minutes.
5. The financial report for the period September 1, 2005 - December 31, 2005 was circulated (attached). Income for the period was $6 206.45, while expenses totaled $2 404.33, leaving a balance of $8 270.45.
MOTION 05/06-010: Benjamin/Puszkar that the Financial Report be adopted as presented.

6. Rosalie Flynn presented a written report (attached) from the SHSAA District Presidents' Meeting:
a) Congratulations were extended to Swift Current (Commissioners Chris Wenner & Russ Siemens) for an excellent job in organizing the SHSAA Grass Golf Provincials, as well as to Cabri (Commissioner Colleen Carleton) for the excellent job organizing the SHSAA 1A Girls Volleyball Provincials.
b) There will be a resolution at the AGM to change the distances of the Boys Cross Country events to 3K for Midgets, 4K for Juniors and 4K for Seniors. As well the executive is recommending that the ribbons awarded to 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place districts in each category be eliminated.
c) The SHSAA will be forming a committee to study the minimum field size for soccer provincials. Current minimum size is 50 yards X 100 yards.
d) The SHSAA Executive has raised the idea of playing all Provincial Football Finals at Taylor Field in 2007, on a one-time trial basis.
MOTION 05/06-011: Miller/Wenner that SWAC go on record as opposed to the idea of playing all
Provincial Football Finals at Taylor Field in 2007.

e) This year 8 teams withdrew from Regional Volleyball play after initially registering. These teams will be ineligible to take part in Regional play next year. The Executive is looking at having all Fall sports having a common eligibility due date to ensure that teams are playing with eligible players.
f) Rosalie circulated some forward planning documents regarding the possible future playoff structure in the various sports once District amalgamation has occurred. Coaches are encouraged to contact the President or their Athletic Director for a copy of the proposals.
g) AGM is set for June 21 to 23, 2006 in Estevan. Section I Rep on the Executive is up for election this year.
h) The Coaching Symposium is set for August 21 and 22, 2006 in Saskatoon.
i) The following bids for the 2006-07 school year were confirmed by the Executive:
1) Cross Country - October 2006 in Regina
2) Sand Golf - September 2006 in Kipling
3) Mixed Curling - February 2007 in Hudson Bay
4) Regional Wrestling - March 2007 in Swift Current
5) Badminton - May 2007 in Rosetown (4 courts)
6) Rotations from Soccer and Volleyball have not yet been determined. Schools will be notified when available.
7) No bids for Grass Gold for September 2006 were received. Written bids need to be submitted to SHSAA by March 30, 2006.
7. Kevin Vollett from SHSAA was unable to attend the meeting due to road conditions. Rosalie presented a report on his behalf.
a) Coaches were encouraged to book rooms in Moose Jaw for Hoopla and Provincial Track ASAP.
b) The training for the HY-TEK track program is likely to be in late March.
c) There have been changes to the Coach's Card program with respect to the Comfort Inns. Information had been faxed to schools.
8. Chris Wenner presented the Officials' Commissioners Report:
a) Volleyball Regionals and Provincials went well, with no complaints received about the officiating.
b) Attendance at the Basketball Officials Clinic was disappointing. Floor testing of Officials will occur in Shaunavon on February 18th. Any Officials interested in being floor tested may contact Chris or Tim Miller. Chris reiterated the fact that there was a need to develop more and better qualified Basketball Officials.
c) Chris encouraged Football Coaches to start thinking about a Football Officials Clinic for the Spring.
9. Rosalie Flynn reported on the Restructuring Committee:
a) The Committee had met twice already. The Committee included representatives from each Division in SWAC (except Gull Lake), as well as reps from Herbert, Hodgeville and Morse, the new schools being added to SWAC as a result of District restructuring. Kyle McIntyre, Superintendent of Human Resources from the Chinook School Division also attended the meetings.
b) Discussion to date at the meetings has focused on reviewing current policies and procedures from the various schools, as well as the funding for athletic activities.
c) The SHSAA is recommending that each new District have a full time paid Athletic Director. The committee will be reviewing this proposal for SWAC at its next meeting, January 19, 2006.
10. Marc Benjamin reported re: the SWAC web site:
a) Marc indicated that information was still not being sent to him at the conclusion of activities. Athletic Directors were reminded to instruct their coaches and activity commissioners that part of their duties in running SWAC sanctioned events was to provide a report. This could easily be done by filling out the form on the web site. Currently missing items included the SWAC Basketball Schedule, as well as several Volleyball reports.
b) Marc voiced the concern that there needed to be a better process for getting information to him. Those present felt that in time things should improve as long as Athletic Directors reminded their coaches of the responsibility to report results.
11. The reports from the Fall Activities were heard:
a) Soccer: Shaunavon was 4th in 1A Girls Provincials.
Swift Current lost 2 straight in 3A Boys Provincials.
Swift Current finished 5th at 3A Girls Provincials.
b) Sand Golf: Frontier won SWAC and finished 6th at Provincials
c) Grass Golf: Swift Current won SWAC and advanced to Provincials along with Maple Creek.
Provincials were hosted very successfully in Swift Current, where Maple Creek finished 9th, and Swift Current finished 4th.
c) Cross Country: SWAC District Meet again had increased numbers and good competition.
No top finishes at Provincials.
d) Volleyball: 1A Boys: Abbey won SWAC and hosted Regionals but lost in their Pool.
1A Girls: Vanguard and Fox Valley advanced to Regionals, but lost out.
Cabri hosted Provincials, but lost in their Pool.
2A Boys: Fox Valley earned Gold (5th year in a row!) Cabri also advanced to Provincials.
2A Girls: Frontier and Leader advanced to Provincials. Frontier finished 7th.
3A Boys: Frontier won SWAC and advanced to Provincials as did Leader, but both lost in their Pools..
3A Girls: Gull Lake advanced to Provincials but lost out in their Pool.
4A Boys: Shaunavon captured SWAC title and advanced to Provincials, losing in their Pool.
4A Girls: Shaunavon won SWAC and advanced to Provincials. They lost out in their Pool, but were awarded the Sportsmanship Banner. Congratulations to Coach Penny Selvig and the girls.
5A Boys: Swift Current did not advance past Regionals.
5A Girls: Swift Current did not advance past Regionals.
e) Football: 9 Man: Assiniboia won SWAC title, but lost to Rosetown in Provincial
Semifinals.
12 Man: Swift Current won their first league game in 4 years!

c) Badminton: Senior Districts will be held Saturday April 29th, 2006 in Swift Current starting at 10 AM. George MacLennan from Shaunavon is the Commissioner.
Regionals will be held in Swift Current on Saturday May 6th, 2006. Dennis
Franz from Fox Valley is the Commissioner.
Junior Districts will be held Saturday May 6th in Shaunavon. George MacLennan
is the Commissioner.
d) Wrestling: Regionals are on March 4th in North Battleford.
e) Athletics: District Meet was set for Wednesday May 26th in Swift Current. Val Gordon
and/or Marc Benjamin, (Eastend Division) were Commissioners

d) It was decided to keep the design of the SWAC medals as is for 2006-07 and 2007-08 (until the 8 district model was approved). The secretary will order medals as needed for 2006-07.
