1. The meeting was called to order by President Tim Miller at 6:15 PM. 4. The following business arising from the minutes was discussed:
a) Provincial host bids for 2005-2006 were reviewed:
i) Girls 1A Volleyball would be hosted in Cabri.
ii) Provincial Grass Green Golf would be hosted in Swift Current. Since this is scheduled for the same weekend as the Provincial Leadership Conference hosted by SCCHS, Swift Current chose to defer hosting the SWAC Grass Green Golf playoff in 2005. Next in the rotation, Eastend agreed to host the playoff. Since the Provincial Golf, the Leadership Conference and a Provincial Health Care Conference were all hosted in Swift Current on the same weekend, hotel rooms would be at a premium. Val Gordon agreed to book rooms for the SWAC representatives ASAP.
5. The financial report for the period September 1, 2004 - April 20, 2005 was circulated (attached). Income for the period was $6 764.92, while expenses totaled $5 824.15, leaving a balance of $4 402.96.

6. Reports:
a) Kevin Vollet presented a report from the SHSAA, including:
i) It had been a successful year for District/Regional/Provincial Championships
ii) Maple Creek captured the Provincial Girls Curling Championship and the Sportsmanship Banner.
iii) There was a drop in the number of entries in Regional Wrestling. A need was there for city schools with wrestling programs to include rural teams in their tournaments. Rural schools also needed to consider hosting tournaments. Recommendations were to keep 1 week between Regional and Provincial Tournaments, as was done this year.
iv) Hoopla was very successful from a competition standpoint. Gate receipts were down about $4000.00 from previous years, likely due to two factors: lousy weather and the Big 8 City Tournament the week before likely drawing many fans away from the Hoopla tournament.
v) All provincial bids has been filled for next year.
vi) Provincial Badminton Tournament ahd been shifted from Weyburn to Moose Jaw Peacock in 2005. Weyburn will host in 2006.
vii) Since 2006-2007 will be the first year of 8 SHSAA districts, Kevin indicated that a new structure for provincial playoffs would have to put in place. All Curling, Golf and Soccer Provincials would be open bids, while all other events would be on a rotational basis.
viii) Three SHSAA Executive position were open in 2005-2006, including Section 2 and Section 4 Reps, as well as a Women's Rep.
ix) Resolution deadline for the AGM was May 10.
x) The Coaching Symposium has been shifted to August 22nd & 23rd, 2005 in Saskatoon. Registration fees were $80 until June 30th, and $100 after June 30th.
xi) School Sports Week was set for October 17th - 23rd. 2005.
xii) The SHSAA AGM was set for Humboldt. Attendees were reminded that the Merit Award Banquet is semiformal. Coaches Awards will be announced at the AGM but should be presented locally when possible.
xiii) SaskTel Mobility has been re-signed as a major sponsor by the SHSAA.
xiv) Discussions continue regarding the Basketball Discussion Paper. This is sure to be a major topic at the AGM.
xv) SHSAA Restructuring will occur in September of 2006. A fourth draft of the proposal will be on the Website soon.
b) Chris Wenner presented the Officials Commissioner's Report.
i) Regional Basketball went well, with some new Officials in place: a good thing. Thanks to Tim Miller for acting as Referee-in-Chief.
ii) Chris re-emphasized the need to encourage Principals and Directors to release teacher to act as Ofiicials.
iii) Coaches were reminded it was their job to enforce the new dress code for Badminton.
iv) Chris suggested that we need to encourage non-coaching supervisors of teams be required to sit on the bench with the team.
v) Chris suggested that sportsmanship needs to be considered when nominating Coaches for the SHSAA/SWAC Coaches Awards.
vi) The following Officials Clinics were upcoming:
a) Football - Saturday June 11 in Swift Current
b) Volleyball - September 13th, 2005 - 6:30 PM to 9:00 PM in Swift Current.
vii) SWAC needs a Volleyball Referee-in-Chief for the 2005 season. Volunteers should contact Chris.
c) Marc Benjamin reported on the SWAC Website:
i) Marc indicated that he was still struggling with getting information in a timely manner.
ii) He is still missing the coaches lists for Leader and Vanguard.
iii) He is still missing the reports for Basketball and Wrestling.
iv) He is still missing the Track Records.
v) He is still missing the 4A Girls Volleyball Report.

d) Badminton - - SWAC Championships were set for Saturday April 30th in Swift Current beginning at
10 AM. Entries are due Monday April 25th. Colleen Carleton circulated a set of Rules for distribution to each school.
- Each school was reminded to bring a sleeve of shuttles.
- Swift Current will run a gate. The money raised would be used toward the purchase of new nets for the next time provincials were held in Swift Current.
- Discussion was held around the issue of supervision while the playoffs were on. Pat Barry indicated that Swift Current would arrange for supervision, including a rotation schedule for each of the other Divisions.
