Presentation by Pointstreak: Partnership with the Phoenix Coyotes.  Phoenix Coyotes have made available to all youth hockey associations including the AAHA a free website utilizing Pointstreak.  Highlights include website hosting (retain unique domain name, real time scoring and registration platform.  All facilities will have a terminals installed for live scoring at no cost.  There is also an iPad app available for live scoring and laptop software download as well.  Can be used to easily set up tournaments for associations, generate score sheets that are USA Hockey approved (with officials digital signature applied), officials information can been entered either local, by pointstreak or both. Penalty tracking (how many games countdown), roster verification at game time (ability to check for suspensions as well as create scratches at game time) along with many different levels of access, and several various reports.  Each association can have a custom design, update and manage own site.  Website training will be provided on Mondays and Thursday but arrangements could be made if necessary for another day.  Communication tools and calendars available, stats and game scores would update automatically.  Phoenix Coyotes would like to gather data from the registration platform to email specials offers such as ticket sales, however, registering party must opt in.  Pointstreak does NOT share data at any time.

Formation of New Girls Association:  Presented by Sarah Dennee – AZ Lady Coyotes have applied for a nonprofit association as the AZ Lady Coyotes Hockey Association, should have approval sometime towards the end of May.  Once that is in place, will apply for federal 501c3 status.  Would like the state to consider recognizing the girls as a member association for the upcoming season.  We already operate with a board in place consisting of a President, Vice President, Treasurer and Secretary.  Jon Brooks stated that we would need to have our by-laws in place as well.  Those will be completed prior to the next board meeting.  He also inquired about the teams, coaches and plans for the upcoming season.  Plans are for a 14U AA and 19U AA team and the coaches are Natalie Rossi and Matt Shott.  We have contacted Larry and Bob at Peoria and Gilbert and will contact the Ice Den about sponsoring all girls 8U mite teams at the house level.  Also would like 19U players involved in the ADM and Kids First if possible.  Have contacted the HS regarding the 19U playing in the JV Division.  The state could possibly have an all Arizona girls team for the America’s Showcase.  Waiting to hear from the HS after their next board meeting on May 10th.  Would like to host several girls’ clinics throughout the year and plan to register as a participant for the IIHF girls’ weekend.  Jon Brook also suggested that we write up a policy similar to the HS policy in regards to other associations registering female teams in the state.  That will also be done by the next board meeting.  
Request by Wayne Bonney to join the state officials association:  That request would need to be made to the new officials association.  The state board cannot make that decision for them, so they will forward the information to the new state officials board for review.
Play up rule:  Presented by James Goon – James inquired how the board would handle a play up request for a 8U to play with squirts.  He specifically has one 8U who he feels has the skill level, physical size and desire to play up one level.  He is looking for one exception only.  Geoff asked if there were any other associations wanting an exception.  No other association has one at this time.  He asked about the benefits.  James stated that he was the top scorer and his stats would be comparable to those of most squirts.  It was stated that mites isn’t about states and questioned the true benefit.  It was stated that the board had made a decision to not allow 8U to play up following last season since the mites were moving to cross ice format instead of full ice.  James would like the board to reconsider on a case by case basis.
