Treasurers Report:  Presented by Jim Rogers – Financial reports were handed out.  Balance Sheet, Profit and Loss, Budget vs. Actual and Bank Statement.  Profit and Loss shows a deficit currently.  Girls Showcase Team has a deficit of approximately $2800.  Jim requested list from Donnalee for girls who attended to assure that payment has been made to the state for their portion.  Donnalee stated that she did not manage any of the finances, and that she would speak with Geoff.  Over budget for state playdowns and trophies and banners have not been ordered as of yet.  Need to consider increasing the fee per team.  Player development camp was even.  All bills have been paid up to date.

Coaching Report:  Presented by Larry Gibson – Level 1 was held at Peoria on May 10th.  26 attendees, 12 where from AZ Ice Peoria.  Larry plans to have the fall schedule out within the next month.  Anticipates at least 2 Level 2 clinics and 1 Level 3 clinic starting in September.  Final decision regarding a training class has not been made.

Officiating Report:  Presented by Bryan Eisentraut via telecom – He will contact the rink owners to secure ice for officiating clinics.  Once he has secured the ice slots he will present the officiating clinic schedule.
** Update on one referee organization presented at this time:  

Registrars Report:  Presented by Donnalee via telecom – There are 1254 total unclaimed players at this time.  Registration is up by 10% from last year.  Jon handed out USA Hockey Member Counts and Number of Directors per Association.  Brendan Shaw requested a discussion next month regarding the By-Law (5.01 (b)) relating to the number of players in relationship to the number of voting directors.  Even though Runners and Mission will combine, each will retain a seat for each for current year, 15-16 season the numbers will be combined.

Disciplinary Report:  Mike Cook absent - Match Penalty assessed at HS League game, Disciplinary committee still has not met since occurrence.  Discussion to replace Mike Cook at the Disciplinary Chair with Bruce Urban

*Motion:  To approve removing Mike Cook as the Disciplinary Chair and naming Bruce Urban as the Disciplinary Chair.  In addition, name David Lieb to the Disciplinary Committee

Presidents Report:  Presented by Jon Brooks – Tom Lampl will be stepping down as director of the RMD.  He will focus on Idaho and coaching.  Mark Servaes will be taking over as director for the RMD.  Mary Davern has agreed to an additional year as the administrator.  Geoff Pashkowski will replace Mary.  Discussion regarding the lack of AZ Coaching Representation at the RMD Player Development Camp.   Perception is that it AZ Players may not be getting fair evaluations.  Geoff needs to make recommendations to have AZ Coaches attend.

Old Business

Update on one referee organization:  Presented by Bryan Eisentraut via telecom – Emails have been sent twice to all registered officials containing information regarding the nomination process and the change in meeting dates to the end of the month.  There have been multiple nominations for each of the board positions.  The board members elected will be released by the middle of the week following the meetings.  The official fee structure will have to be finalized by the new board which should be in place by the first part of next month.  The new board will have to decide on the software program that they want to use for scheduling the officials.  Jon requested that the state board be copied on email correspondence.  It was clarified that you had to be an official and worked at least one game for the 13-14 year to be a member of the new organization.  David Lieb asked about scheduling scorekeepers.  At this time each association will schedule their own.  Discussion arose regarding have the referee organization schedule the scorekeepers as well.  Jon requested that be a priority to start up in September.  Bryan will report back next month.

Arizona State League for all travel programs:  Presented by Jon Brooks and David Lieb –   Stacy Shupe requested clarification on the Tier II policy and number of teams that AHU may field at one age division.  Tier II – may have two team, top mixed and bottom birth, or both may be birth years.  AHU may not field 5 teams at one age division.  CAHA needs to create a separate association to field teams at the both Scottsdale and Chandler.  Brendan Shaw stated that CAHA was aware of the situation.  If no new association is formed and approved for membership by the state board then the teams listed will be cut in half.  David Lieb to figure out the best website to utilize for the league.  Jon requested that no out of state participate in the championship games.  League Policies to be addressed at the next AZYHL committee meeting scheduled for June 2nd, 6:30 pm at the Ice Den warming room.  

Tier II Committee:  Associations were required to submit their Tier II teams.  Geoff complied the list.  Handout attached.  ** CAHA may not field amount of teams currently listed at both Scottsdale and Chandler per Tier II rules unless a new association is formed.  Any additional Tier II teams must be approved by the board.  Geoff will continue to manage the Tier I and Tier II state playdowns, however the state league standings may be used for seeding and home ice purposes.

Pointstreak update:  To date, Mission and the AZLCHA are going to use Pointstreak and the state league is considering.  All of the rinks will have the terminals to live score directly to the site.  This is a generous donation from the Phoenix Coyotes to all youth associations and/or teams.  Additional support from the Phoenix Coyotes is currently under discussion.  Their fiscal budget begins the first of July.  Matt will report back when more information is available.  

New Business 


Bid to Host Nationals in 2016:  Presented by Bruce Urban – Geoff Pashkowski is working on the application and has a few weeks to finish.  He has requested information from the rinks.  Missing is Ice Den Scottsdale, Ice Den Chandler and Peoria.  Traditionally you are to host Tier II first prior to being considered for Tier I.  Utah to keep their bid for the 2014-2015 season.  

Central Girls Development Camp:  Presented by Bruce Urban – Tam Lampl is exploring the idea of hosting a girls development camp for RMD and Pacific districts combined.  It would be formatted similar to the younger boys regional camp.  Considering combing 14/15 and 16/17 age groups.  It would be held in early June.  Their goal would be to have Div. I, Div. III and prep school female coaches.  Evaluators will attend to select for National Camp.  This would replace the girls at the RMD Player Development Camp.  More information will be presented when available.

Formation of New Girls Association:  Presented by Sarah Dennee –The AZ Lady Coyotes Hockey Association will submit all paperwork required to apply for membership to the AAHA.  Approval of membership to be voted on at the June 9th meeting.  Also requested policy similar to HS as listed on the agenda.  To be voted on at the June 9th meeting.    Discussion regarding associations supporting the girls program by encouraging female players to look at our program.  Discussion to host free girls clinics.
