SCHOLARSHIP ELIGIBILITY & CRITERIA REQUIREMENTS: (All must be checked) 
To be eligible for a full and//or partial scholarship, you must:  

 

   Must disclose any other scholarships being received within past 2 years from ALL LEAYSA Sports. 

   Agrees to participate in the majority of practices and games (failure to do so may impact the participants ability to 
qualify for future scholarships) 

   An explanation of the financial hardship (explain in the FINANCIAL HARDSHIP EXPLANATION section) & 
Financial Documentation 

 A copy of the most recent year’s W-9, unemployment records, or financial documentation such as bank records 

   LEAYSA Baseball registration form containing all of the player's information (medical, address, etc) 

   Proof of age- Birth Certificate - indicating that the player(s) meet(s) requirements in order to play 

   Letter of reference from family member or friend 
 
SCHOLARSHIP TYPE (Check one): 
 

 Full scholarships that cover all registration fees 
Requires two (2) Adults to volunteer for eight (8) – (1) one hour volunteer hours- Concession duty/Special event 
coverage (Total of 16 Hours) 
 

 Partial scholarships that cover 50% of the registration fees 
Requires two (2) Adults to volunteer for four (4) – (1) one hour volunteer hours- Concession duty/Special event 
coverage (Total of 8 Hours) 

 
TERMS & CONDITIONS: 
If the scholarship request is approved, the following terms and conditions will apply: 
1. Participant should NOT be playing in any “Select” program, regardless of sport. 
2. The scholarship covers the registration fee only for one season in all or in part. The scholarship does not cover player equipment or uniform 

accessories outside of Baseball cap & Jersey such as (bat, gloves, socks, pants, or belts). 
3. Parent or legal guardian agrees to "re-pay" the League through volunteering hours at League functions and activities. 

1. 50% of the volunteer hours must be completed by mid-season, and the remaining 50% to be completed at least 1 week 
before the end of regular season. 

2. The Baseball board will outline, at the beginning of the season after registration has closed, the due dates upon which 
hours must be completed by in order to retain the scholarship. 

1. If hours are not completed by the due dates set, the scholarship will be revoked and payment must be made 
within two weeks of the missed due date. 

4. If the recipient (parent or legal guardian) is unable to complete volunteer hours to “re-pay” the league the following conditions will apply: 
1. The original registration fee (in whole or in part) will be applied back on the members account and the account will be considered 

outstanding. 
2. The registration fee will then be due in full. Players with outstanding balances will be ineligible for playoff games, end of season 

awards, and future registrations until balance is resolved. 
5. The player must meet all residence and proof age requirements (all required documents must be verified prior to the skills evaluations) A 

registration form must be completed for the player - providing essential details including address, contact information, media and medical 
authorization.
