Center State Board Meeting Minutes
October 5, 2010
Meeting called to order @ 6:11 p.m.

President’s Report:

Picture night will be held on November 8th and 9th; all coaches will get a free photo with their child.

Coaches meeting will be held at the Copper Turret on Friday October 8th @ 7:30 p.m.  Lou will host this event.

Bryan Wendel will choreograph Center State Parent Education Night on November 1st and 2nd during practice.  Bryan is developing an agenda for the program.  Cindy Pelky will be present at both parent meetings to explain their fundraising/concession requirements.

Colgate concession contract has been re-negotiated.  Lou and Cindy met with Darren from Colgate and finalized the contract.  Colgate will pay Center State 20% of the TOTAL Sales, unless we field less than seven volunteers AND service is compromised.  Lou is confident that the contract with Colgate is stable and relations with their administration remains professional and positive.  In 2009 Center State profited approximately $4, 340 (as per Kathy Glow-Morgan). 

Evaluator Payments.

Center State fielded six evaluators to assist with tryouts for the 2010-11 season.

MOTION DENIED
Motion that any personal or corporate donations with no recognition from Center State will be 80% to a specific genre but 20% must go to Center State.  Board must be presented with how the 80% will be utilized before the donation is accepted.  Board will expect to review receipts upon spending of the funds.

MOTION CARRIES
There will be further discussion on whether or not the donation will be represented under board’s current ramifications.
To date our handbook says all donations and fees must be donated to the organization not to a specific team.  Center State does not want to discourage members from donating to our organization however; we will need to amend our current hand book in order to accept any donations for specific teams in the future.

Central Section Meeting:
This will be the last year to have a State bound Tournament at the Squirt and Pee Wee level as per USA Hockey, the decision is final.

Locker Room Policy:  USA Hockey is recommending that all organizations require a minimum of two adults in the locker room at all times.  Adults should be screened.  This is due to the unfortunate events that took place last year at other organizations.
MOTION:
Center State will require that two screened adults be present in the locker room at all times.  Center State will pay for two parents and Center State coaches to be screened for each team.  Center State will always have two screened adults 20 minutes prior to practice and 15 minutes following practice.

Skills and Drills for 2010-2011 Season:

Mustang coach Brian Grady has asked to have a “Player of the Month” from the Center State organization to sit on the bench with the Mustangs for a home game.  Coach Grady will host two players as stick boys for the game.  Criteria will be based on coaching assessment and recommendation from Center State coaching staff.  The game will alternate to host one Mite/Squirt and one from Peewee/Bantam level.  The IcePlex will post a photo and brief biography on our players of the month on their bulletin board. 

Jersey Distribution:

Unless a financial agreement has been formally worked out with Center State players with any remaining balance as of 10/15/10 will not be allowed to skate with their team until their financial obligations have been met.

Jerseys are in the back of Rink 1.  The Ice Plex has donated a room for Center State Youth Hockey; however they will not be responsible for jerseys or donated equipment from this point on.  Center State will need to manage jerseys and donated equipment through Center State volunteers.  Locker Room 10 is no longer available for Center State equipment or donations.

Tournament Games:
Jim Holmes formally makes a motion to extend our 2011 tournaments to guarantee four games instead of three.

Team Selections:

Several members from the organization have questioned whether or not coaches should be involved in the team selection process.

Kathy Glow-Morgan formally submitted a White Paper for board review, which requests that we evaluate our current selection process at all levels.

Board agrees to review our process and form a committee of coaches, parents and board members to re-evaluate our current process.  Committee will generate a formal proposal to present to the board at a later date on feasible revisions.

Squirt Level:

Motion to bring players from Center State Mite’s to assist with the numbers deficit at the Squirt level.  Discussions with coaches and parents from the Mite level will determine if this is a viable option.
