The United States and Canada will do battle for the 13th time at the IIHF Under-18 Men’s
World Championship today, renewing a rivalry that took a one-year hiatus as the two
nations haven't played since Team Canada knocked off the U.S. in the 2013 gold-medal
game in Sochi, Russia. Overall, Team USA owns a 7-2-2-1 (W-OTW-OTL-L) record against
the Canadians, including wins in six of the last seven games. The bitter rivals have played
a total of five games in the semifinals prior to today’s contest, with the U.S. holding a 2-2-
1-0 edge in those outings.

TEAM USA ALL-TIME IN THE SEMIFINALS

The U.S. Men’s National Under-18 Team is 6-4-1-1 (W-OTW-OTL-L) in 12 all-time appear-
ances in the semifinals at the IIHF Under-18 Men’s World Championship, including wins
in each of its last six showings in the semifinal round. Last year, the United States clipped
Sweden, 4-1, in the semis en route to the country’s eighth all-time gold medal at the
tournament.

The U.S. Men’s National Under-18 Team isn't the only USA Hockey squad competing on
the international stage this spring. The U.S. Women'’s National Team recently secured the
gold medal at the IIHF Women'’s World Championship in Malmo, Sweden, by knocking off
rival Canada, 7-5, in the gold-medal game. The United States will be hosting the IPC World
Sledge Hockey Championship April 28-May 4, at HARBORCENTER in Buffalo, New York.
The U.S. National Sled Hockey Team won the World Sledge Hockey Challenge in Febru-
ary, just one year after claiming the gold medal at the Paralympic Winter Games in Sochi,
Russia. The final IIHF tournament of the 2014-15 season is the Men’s World Championship,
slated for May 1-17, in the Czech Republic. Several players who have skated for the U.S.
Men’s National Under-18 Team are expected to be on the U.S. Men’s National Team roster
next month.

The U.S. Men’s National Under-18 Team opened the 2014 IIHF Under-18 Men’s World
Championship with a 4-2 setback at the hands of Switzerland, but the loss marked
the last time Team USA tasted defeat in the tournament. The U.S. closed its prelimi-
nary round schedule with wins over the Czech Republic, Denmark and Finland by a
combined 14-3 score to roll into the medal round. After a 6-2 victory over Slovakia
in the quarters and a 4-1 triumph over Sweden in the semis, Team USA clinched its
seventh U18 gold medal with a 5-2 win against the Czechs.
