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TALKINE POINTS

TEAM USA ALL-TIME VS. FINLAND

The United States and Finland are meeting for the 14th time in [IHF Under-18 Men’s World
Championship history with the U.S. holding a 9-0-0-4 (W-OTW-OTL-L) all-time record in
the series. The two nations are playing for the gold medal for the second time, having
previously squared off in the title game in 2006 - a 3-1 victory for Team USA. The United
States has won nine of the last 10 meetings, including a 4-3 win to close preliminary-round
action last year. Despite the dominance in the series by the U.S., seven of the 13 all-time
match ups have been decided by one goal.

TEAM USA ALL-TIME IN THE GOLD-MEDAL GAME

The U.S. Men’s National Under-18 Team is 6-1-0-3 (W-OTW-OTL-L) in 10 all-time appear-
ances in the gold-medal game at the IIHF Under-18 Men'’s World Championship, including
wins in five of the last six championship games. Team USA is playing in its seven consec-
utive gold-medal game.

MEDAL ROUND HISTORY

The U.S. Men’s National Under-18 Team has guaranteed itself a medal for the 12th straight
year by advancing to the gold-medal game. During that stretch, the United States has
claimed seven gold medals. This is the seventh straight year that Team USA will play in
the gold-medal game. The U.S. earned the tournament’s top prize last spring with a 5-2
triumph over the Czech Republic in Finland.

2016 U18 WORLDS TO BE HELD IN GRAND FORKS, NORTH DAKOTA

The IIHF Under-18 Men's World Championship will be held in the United States for the
second time when the tournament heads to Grand Forks, North Dakota, next April. The
main venue will be Ralph Engelstad Arena, an 11,643-seat building that is home to the
University of North Dakota men’s and women’s hockey programs. The first time the U.S.
hosted the U18 World Championship was 2009, when future U.S. Olympian Cam Fowler
led Team USA to a gold medal in Fargo, North Dakota.

The U.S. Men’s National Under-18 Team isn't the only USA Hockey squad competing on
the international stage this spring. The U.S. Women'’s National Team recently secured the
gold medal at the IIHF Women'’s World Championship in Malmo, Sweden, by knocking off
rival Canada, 7-5, in the gold-medal game. The United States will be hosting the IPC World
Sledge Hockey Championship April 28-May 4, at HARBORCENTER in Buffalo, New York.
The U.S. National Sled Hockey Team won the World Sledge Hockey Challenge in Febru-
ary, just one year after claiming the gold medal at the Paralympic Winter Games in Sochi,
Russia. The final IIHF tournament of the 2014-15 season is the Men’s World Championship,
slated for May 1-17, in the Czech Republic. Several players who have skated for the U.S.
Men’s National Under-18 Team are expected to be on the U.S. Men’s National Team roster
next month.

The U.S. Men’s National Under-18 Team opened the 2014 IIHF Under-18 Men’s World
Championship with a 4-2 setback at the hands of Switzerland, but the loss marked
the last time Team USA tasted defeat in the tournament. The U.S. closed its prelimi-
nary round schedule with wins over the Czech Republic, Denmark and Finland by a
combined 14-3 score to roll into the medal round. After a 6-2 victory over Slovakia
in the quarters and a 4-1 triumph over Sweden in the semis, Team USA clinched its
seventh U18 gold medal with a 5-2 win against the Czechs.
