1.  Call to Order and Quorum – Jim DiSanza determined that the group has a quorum

2.  Minutes from previous meeting – motion to approve by Douglas Blank, Jeff Knudson,         Motion approved unanimously.
   
[bookmark: _GoBack]3.  Association Reports – Most but not all were received, time was granted for any    verbal reports.

 4.  President’s Report – Sandpoint rink was discussed and highlighted. Jim DiSanza briefly discussed future short video highlighting community and economic impact of rink construct in communities. A budget for the video will be presented in the future.
 
5.  Treasurer’s Report – 
      A. Financials: Handout for this fiscal year compared to previous year was provided to the group. 
B. Budget: Discussion ensued and several budget items were highlighted. State tournament and PDC costs are not part of the budget. Background screening budget exceeded and group discussed correction required. Equipment IAHA grant under budget. Block grant discussion by Mike Lukken and group. Discussion on Background screening as well. Projected numbers per year for screening is 400 applicants statewide. MOTION: John Schultz motioned to budget $4000.00 per year for Background screening, Second- Matt Gunn. MOTION APPROVED unanimously to make Background Screening a line item budgeted for $4000.00/year. MOTION: John Schultz Motion to approve budget. Second by Jeff Knudson. MOTION APPROVED unanimously.

6.  Registrar’s Report – Tom Lampl reported stagnate numbers statewide and discussed rosters with the group. Tom Lampl reminded the group that no sign off on rosters until coaches have been screened. Motion: John Schultz made a motion that Safesport and Background screening be completed by an adult prior to any contact with a youth hockey player. Second- Matt Gunn. MOTION APPROVED unanimously. MOTION: Brock Litrell made a motion that all coaching modules must be completed prior to any roster being signed off on. Second- Jeff Woolsey. MOTION APPROVED with 21 YES and 1 NO votes. 
 
7.  SafeSport Report – Mike Lehto discussed the 3 year history of SafeSport and this year’s statistics. Tom Lampl highlighted good association participation. Lengthy discussion on the program and the need for increased local involvement to improve the process of SafeSport in our programs. 
      
 8.  State Schedule Report – Sarah Benson discussed the online posting of IAHA events and that it was completed and successful this past year. She will continue to provide the service moving forward. Information for all ages is available online.
       
9.  Webmaster Report – Neil Emerizy requested statewide input and contributions to the state site. He mentioned future site improvements however talks were tabled on this item.  
      
10.  Disciplinary Report – John Heinrich discussed the creation of a statewide panel and the organizing of it. Mike Lehto spoke to the processes and effort required to execute effectively. The group tabled the committee talk until the Fall meeting.
      
11.  Girls Hockey Report – John Schulz provided the group with a detailed review of this past year’s success, both with Try Hockey for Free and the McCall festival. Sarah Benson encouraged statewide recruitment and growth for girls’ hockey. Jeff Knudson inquired on female Team Idaho and Mike Lehto illuminated upon this past season and district experience.
     
12.  Grant Chairman Report – Amy Stahl discussed this past season’s grants and the matching grant as well. Tom Lampl encouraged group to take advantage of all available grants. The grant budget was discussed and compared with grant funds utilized by associations. Amy indicated the need to better advertise all grant information. MOTION: Jeff Woolsey made a motion to approve 2 grants, one to the Kootenai Assoc. and one to the IFYHA. Second by Jerrod Thomas. MOTION APPROVED unanimously. Group discussed grants for 3 unapproved associations and decided to table the talk for now.
      
13.  Risk Management Report – Brad Andrews highlighted many items in previous discussions. He reviewed the newly adapted background screening service and that the price was final and the product was better than previous. Brad requested all local registrar information and Tom Lampl agreed to provide that updated list to him at the Fall meeting. 
      14.  Coach-in-Chief Report – Jim DiSanza discussed this year’s PDC and noted good enrollment numbers and great volunteer participation. The PDC budget was only in the red for $435. A brief discussion on end of the year teams was had and the group consensus was that IAHA would sponsor all or none.
      
15.  ADM Report – Kory Scoran discussed his availability to visit all associations this coming year. He highlighted what a typical ADM visit looks like on ice. He encouraged all associations to put him to work.
     
 16.  Referee-in-Chief Report – Bobby Noyes informed the group of the new RIC Ken Reinhard. Bobby highlighted many items in his report. He discussed referee evaluations and registered numbers along with the new certification process from this past season. He indicated that incident reports were utilized this year and that there was an increase in match penalties. He discussed issues with 1 referee format in 3 on 3 games. He reported that State tournament referee participation was good along with the High School tournament as well. He made a point to discuss the use of the 4 man system in the finals this year and there was a lengthy discussion had by the group on this topic as well as referee training. MOTION: Douglas Blank made a motion to 
      use the 4 man referee system for all Bantam, Midget, and U-19 girls semi final and final games. Second by Bev Hott. MOTION APPROVED: 20 Yes & 2 Abstentions. Talk was tabled on the topic of Fair Play.

17.  Grow the Game – Mike Lukken, USAH Program Services Coordinator, discussed his department’s work on the 8U age group as it receives a lot of attention and resources. 105,000 + 8U enrolled nationally. He discussed Idaho’s 8U numbers and its’ 5 years of consecutive growth for both boys and girls. He highlighted next year’s Try Hockey for Free program as well as the Welcome Back retention initiative. Tom Lampl briefly discussed association releases during this segment.

   C.   Baseline Testing – John Heinrich encouraged association participation as well as record keeping. He provided a few examples on this topic.
   D.   State High School League – Vince Hughes, Jeff Woolsey, and Joel Griffith will further discuss for future considerations.
   E.   No Check Hockey - Jim DiSanza indicated that the No Check report was available for review. A discussion was initiated but it was agreed to table the talk until September when Gordon Murdoch could participate.
  

20.  New Business 
        A.   Policy and Procedure Updates – Discussion was held. MOTION: John Schulz made a motion to approve the updated Policy and Procedure manual. Second by Jeff Wolsey. MOTION APPROVED unanimously.
              (1) Blackout Policy- The group was in agreement on existing PDC blackout date.
              (2) Electronic Vote Policy- A discussion was had on a change to 100% approval and lowering the threshold. A lengthy discussion was had on current voting policies and procedure changes. Jim DiSanza and Joel Griffith will look at a bylaw proposal and the talk was tabled at that time.
              (3) Play-up Policy- Matt Gunn discussed the current policy and the injustice of the current bylaws. A lengthy discussion was held by the group
              (4) Screening Policy- Brad Andrews will present a proposal along with revisions this coming September. 
         B.  Disciplinary Committee Chairman- TABLED
         C.  New IAHA Membership Requests
              (1) Polar Bears Girls Hockey Association – Cary Lindsey provided information on their proposed association. She reported 48 registered girls in the age divisions of U-19, U-16, and U-14 and that all divisions participated statewide. She discussed their positive experiences and reported ages of registry between 10 and 19 years old. A discussion followed on both Moscow associations coming together sometime in the future. Tom Lampl highlighted details on the application process for a new association and the probationary year all new associations participate in. MOTION: John Schulz made a motion to approve the Polar Bears under a 1 year probationary period. Second by Jeff Knudson. MOTION APPROVED unanimously.
              
              (2) Boise Women’s Hockey Association – Lee Ann Schlake presented details of their association’s development. Tom Lampl inquired on their team totals and he discussed the option to register as an independent team. Boise Women’s representatives indicated that they are ready for association status at this time. A discussion by the group followed on Boise Women’s current and projected numbers moving forward. MOTION: Kory Socran made a motion to approve Boise Women’s Hockey under a 1 year probationary period. Second by Lori Johnson. MOTION APPROVED unanimously.
               (3) Teton Valley Youth Association- Willie Warner discussed current details of their program and reported approximately 90 enrolled players. A brief discussion was followed by the group. MOTION: Joanne Tirocke made a motion to approve Teton Valley Youth Association under a 1 year probationary period. Second by Kory Scoran. MOTION APPROVED unanimously. And additional motion followed. MOTION: John Schulz made a motion to approve both grant applications under the 2014-2015 season for Boise Women’s Hockey (ice time & clinics) and Teton Valley Youth Association (equipment). Second by Kory Socran. MOTION APPROVED unanimously.
	
	D. Additional Items- Another discussion was had on matching grants and the allowable budget for this coming season. MOTION: Jared Thomas made a motion to budget a $1500.00 matching grant amount for this coming season. Second by Sarah Benson. MOTION APPROVED unanimously. All grant requests are due by January 31st, 2016.  It was brought to the group’s attention that John Schulz will be replaced by Lee Anne Schlake on the Girls Hockey committee. Jeff Knudson requested a team deposit of $500.00 be refunded to Salmon Hockey Association. MOTION: Joanne Greene made a motion to refund Salmon Hockey’s team deposit of $500.00. Second by John Schulz. MOTION APPROVED by 21 YES and 1 NO votes.
