Committee Reports:
Gun raffle- Silent auction plans for night of gun raffle drawing next year. Scheels to sponsor with gift cards and apparel (20-40 % discounts). We could have donations requests from SYHA members. Will need to firm up a date soon for gun raffle drawing @ Blue Line. 100 guns planned. Gun raffle drawing was the night after Hairball last year (Hairball is April 16, 2016). Looking for a Mite parent to assist with gun raffle promotion for next year. 
 
Sponsorship - Two levels of $5,000 and $500 will be offered. 4 main sponsors associated with the locker rooms @$5000 each, the rest will be $500.  Goal $23,000-$24,000 total sponsorships for this year. Goal to have commitments by Oct 3rd Hockey Expo. Considering Hairball tickets gifts to the 4- $5000 sponsors.

Tournaments- SYHA home tournament add is in Let's-Play-Hockey. We are already getting calls.

Sartell Youth Rec Committee – We need an outdoor ice committee. Bernicks Arena building was rekeyed. Jon E. has all keys and will manage distribution. Dehumidifier system will be installed in Sept.2015. City council meeting tonight completed, possible assistance with a parking lot at Bernicks included in plan for development of Arena area. The hope is for a new parking summer 2016.

Trio Rivers for Girls - proposal for enhanced practices with co-op U12 and U14. 8 sessions $300/ night would be split with SR. SYHA would like to offer to pay $1200 to co-op to help with this program. Considerations is to have the girls run extra meet raffles to assist with paying for this. Motion for SYHA to pay $1200 for Trio for girls program by Mr. Fimrite. Motion did not pass with majority vote.

Bar Bingo Rules

1. Packets of bingo cards with three faces per sheet will be sold for $16.  Packet includes all 15 games.  Packet colors are listed on back for each game.   
1. Packets will be sold up until 1st game is started, after that individual cards with three faces will be sold for games 1-14 at the cost of $1.  Individual cards will be orange.  Game 15 will be a tan three faces per sheet bingo card and the cost is $2, you must play games 10-14 to purchase game 15.
1. All games will payback 75% of amount taken in, not to exceed $99, except for game 15.
1. No refunds or exchanges on paper.  All transactions are CASH ONLY!
1. Winner MUST bingo on last number called.  No exceptions.
1. Multiple winners will divide prize money evenly to the nearest dollar, not to exceed payout.
1. No additional cards may be purchased after first number has been called.
1. Daubers MUST be used on all games.
1. Management may make program changes at any time with membership okay and Gambling Control Board approval.
1. Prize receipts are required when prize reaches $100.  Bring your ID!
1.  Must be at least 18 years of age to play bingo.
1.  No illegal gambling will be permitted.
1.  Cell phones, pagers, etc. are to be shut off during play.
1.  A copy of the rules and statutes governing bingo may be obtained from the MN Bookstore, 117 University Ave., St. Paul, MN.
1.  The compulsive gambling hotline telephone number is 1-800-333-HOPE.
1.  It is the player’s responsibility to gain the attention of the caller to stop the game when a bingo has been achieved.
1.  Bingo may be cancelled by the director for lack of interest (20 people or fewer), power outages, national holidays, inclement weather and unforeseen circumstances.
