Example: Football Discipline Policy
· Every team member shall come on time to every scheduled practice and game and be ready to play (equipment & water).  The only exceptions are when previously excused by a coach following notification from a parent/guardian.

· Each player will treat fellow players and coaches with respect at all times and remember that football is a team sport.

· Each player will be expected to give 100% effort at practice and games.

· Players shall participate in all facets of any given practice unless given permission by an attending coach to miss a portion of practice.

· A first violation of established team rules shall be identified with a verbal warning.

· Continued rule violation or player disrespect toward other players or coaches will result in a player being sat down at practice and parents will be notified by any coach at their discretion.

· Many serious team rule violations or violence toward any coaches, parents, bystanders, or other team members will result in a player being removed from the playing field and sent home with parents immediately.  The head coach will make notification to the RYFA board of such incidents.
· Every team member will play on Saturday, following RYFA rules, however, The head coach may limit participation and/or playing assignments using his discretion if players are absent from practices. 
Example:

2 missed practices in one week = 1 missed period of play.

3 missed practices in one week = 2 missed periods. etc

This is the coach’s discretion. Every team member needs to be at practice for safety reasons as well as learning the plays for that week. 
· No discrimination of any sort will tolerated by the coaching staff.
