NTDP COACHES' COLLEGE PATHS

All four coaches on the U.S. National
Under-18TeamstaffhavetiestoDivision
| college hockey programs. Head coach
John Wroblewski, a “pioneer” on the
inaugural roster of the NTDP started
in 1997, skated for Team USA for two
seasons (1997-99) before suiting up
for the University of Notre Dame.

A four-year letterwinner with the Irish
(1999-2003), Wroblewski captained
two squads over his tenure, served
as alternate captain during his senior
year and was the winner of the
Notre Dame Monogram Club’s Most
Valuable Player Award. He was also
recognized as the Irish nominee for
the college hockey Humanitarian
Award and the CCHA's Mike and
Marian llitch  Community Service
Award. Wroblewski graduated with a
degree in finance from Notre Dame.

Assistant coach Nick Fohr, in his sixth
season with the NTDP, has seen his
career transition from undergraduate
assistant coach at Miami University
(2002-03) to assistant coach at the
University of Nebraska Omaha (2007-
10), where he also served as director
of hockey operations from 2004-07
and 2010-11. Prior to his coaching
days, Fohr played four seasons with
the University of Nebraska Omaha
Mavericks (1998-2002), where
he majored in exercise science.

Intern assistant coach Greg Moore
is another returning NTDP player
who skated with the U.S. National
Under-17 and Under-18 Teams (2000-
02). Following his NTDP career, Moore
laced his skates up for the University
of Maine men's hockey program
(2002-06). Moore was selected as
team captain during his senior
season, was a top-10 finalist for the
Hobey Baker Memorial Award and
earned the Hockey East First Team
and All-American First Team honors.

Kevin Reiter, now in his fourth season
as goaltending coach at the NTDP,
was a four-year letterwinner with
the University of Alaska Anchorage.
