Officiating Report 
Seminar registration has been good with 261 so far, many still incomplete, exactly at the same place as end of last year, so dropping the last seminar does not seem to have an effect at this time.  Still have 4 more seminars available with open seats for a potential of 290 total.  The officials association has begun their process for nonprofit status.  Gilbert has large tournament and it went well.  Tucson is going to need local officials.  Asked the Tucson director to help spread the word. 
Coaching Report
Seminar registration has been good to date.  Holding levels 1, 2 and 3 at various times in multiple locations.  All posted on the website.

Goalie Clinic to be held on Sunday at Gila River.  There is a waitlist at this time.

Registrars Report
Current membership numbers were sent electronically.  Associations are reminded that they need travel permits to play outside of the USA.  If hosting a tournament, incoming international teams must have a travel permit from their governing body.  Tournament applications must include the tournament rules.  Tier I teams for next year will be based on prior numbers and done solely on mathematics.  EC to review process for Tier I 
Background Screening / Safe Sport Report
June 1 to Oct 6 had 582 applications. The website is UTD with none pending at this time.  For Safesport, if they are not showing current but have a certificate, email it to Herb and he will update.  USA will also correct in the data base.  Staff may not be on the ice unless they are background and Safesport cleared.  This is policy and there is no exception to this.  Emails regarding certain people with an expectation of an immediate response are not appropriate and are difficult to respond to.  

2017 National Championships Committee Report
The hotel reservations system is set up.  Tim is reviewing a merchandising proposal.  There are USA Hockey requirements that need to be followed that are also being reviewed.
AZYHL Report
Games have started.  Next meeting will be Oct 26, 6:30 pm, OIA.  They again requested that the communication be directly through the association rep instead of individuals.  It creates a backlog and is hard to deal with otherwise.  Any game changes need to be communicated through the rep.  The AZYHL is going to have the Coyotes create a website using the Sportsengine platform.  Once that is completed, they will load all of the AZYHL information onto the website.
