Parking

 -Doors open at 12:30pm 

 -80 minutes on-ice, continuous play 

 -Each team will play 4 games 

 

Coaches/Team Instructions 

-We ask that each team have 1 coach/parent on the ice and 1 coach/parent on 

the bench with the team. 

 *On-Ice coach will be responsible to keep the games moving 

 *Bench coach will be responsible for keeping team organized 

 

Jamboree Details 

-We will play 4 on 4 with NO goalies 

-Mini-Nets will be used 

-We will have the rink divided into three sections – Three games at once 

-Each team will play FOUR 18 minute games 

-2 minute breaks to rotate teams after each game 

-Teams will be on the ice for 80 minutes continuously 

-Players will wear their own jerseys – Teams should bring extra if possible.  Players 

should have a light/dark jersey available.
