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13u Tournament Rules:     WIAA rules will apply with the following exceptions:

1. Team roster may consist of 20 players.  Tournament age is the player’s age as of May 1st.  Proof of age may be required, so please bring appropriate information along with you.
2. Please turn in team roster to the tournament director (concession stand) 30 minutes prior to your first game.  
3. A coin flip will determine home team.
4. Each game will be based on 1 hour and 45 minute time limit or 7 innings in length, whichever comes first. No new inning will start after 1 hour and 40 minutes.  If there is a tie, see tie breaker format.  Run limit – 12 run rule after 3 innings, 10 runs after 4 innings, & 8 after 5 innings. EXCEPTION: Championship game, there will be no time limit. 
5. In case of rain, 5 innings constitutes a complete game. Prior to 4 completed innings, if a game is called because of rain, the game will be picked up from the point of the delay.  Teams shall report not less than 30 minutes prior to game unless the tournament director specifically notifies them.
6. Metal spikes are allowed.

Layout of the Diamond:
7. Bases – the distance between all bases shall be 80 feet.
8. Pitchers Rubber – the distance between the rear point of home plate and the front side of the pitcher’s rubber shall be 54 feet.  Pitchers must be in contact with the rubber at the point of release of pitch.

Pitching:
9. Pitchers are limited to 3 innings per game and 10 innings total for the tournament.  The delivery of one pitch is considered having pitched an inning.  Once removed, a player may not pitch again in the same game.  
10. A new pitcher is allowed 10 warm-up pitches.  Five warm up pitches will be allowed between innings. 
11. Trips to the mound by a coach may not exceed one trip per pitcher in an inning.  The second trip shall automatically result in the removal of the pitcher from the game as a pitcher. 
12. The balk rule will apply.

Substitutions:  Options
13. Bat 10 players and have open substitutions or…
14. Play and bat only nine players and then any starting player may re-enter the game one time, providing his replacement completes at least one inning of play.  The player must re-enter into the same batting position and the substitute must be removed.  A substitute once removed may not re-enter.  Open substitutions will not be permitted.
· A pitcher removed from the mound may not return to the mound during the remainder of the game.

Base Running:
15. All runners must slide if played upon.  The umpire will determine if a slide is needed at a given play.  When in doubt, have your players slide. The runner will be out if he jumps over a player to avoid a tag or does not slide when played upon.  There will be no warnings.
16. With two outs, a courtesy runner for the catcher to speed up the game may be used.  At other times, a courtesy runner for catcher is optional.  

 Bat Restrictions:
17. Minus 8.5 (-8.5) is the lightest allowed.  

Additional Rules:
18. Outfield will consist of 3 players.
19. The infield fly rule will be used.
20. Dropped third strike will be in effect.
21. Games in which an ineligible pitcher has been used shall be declared a forfeit.
22. Intentional walks by telling umpire.
23. No throwing bats and players must wear helmets while on the field- all the way back to the dugout.  After one warning the umpire can call the batter out.
24. Only the manager may discuss a decision with an umpire.  No protests will be allowed.  The umpire’s decision will be final.
25. No throwing around the horn following an out.
26. No infield practice before games.
27. No jewelry may be worn during play.  The only exception will be medical alert devices.  
28. Tournament sponsors are not liable for injuries occurring during the tournament both on and off the field.  Tournament sponsors reserve the right to change the tournament format due to weather or other circumstances.
29. Poor sportsmanship by coaches, players, and fans will not be tolerated.  Umpires will be respected.  No abusive or profane language by anyone will be tolerated.  

Game Tie Breaker Format
· Following regulation play, each team plays offence and defense
· The last out from the previous inning starts on second base
· Offensive team starts with one out
· Winner is determined with most runs scored at the end of a full inning
· If no runs are scored or the score remains a tie, additional innings are played until a winner is determined based on runs scored.

Pool Tie Breakers (if needed)  
1. Best record – wins/losses
2. Head to Head     
3. Fewest runs allowed     
4. Runs Scored
5. Coin Flip

Awards given for 1st and 2nd place
