· Badminton in Weyburn – Sasktel Max did a documentary on SHSAA

· Track just finished up in Saskatoon – Sasktel Max did a documentary on SHSAA as well.

· Gate at track was outstanding – biggest gate in history (Increase of $1 helped plus Saskatoon is always a well-attended venue)

· SHSAA Executive is going to look a lot different next year – Section 2, 4, Saskatoon, Women’s rep will all have new members
· AGM coming up on June 21-23 in Humbolt.

b. Chinook SD 211 – Mark Benesh (Chinook)
