Jennie Adams called the meeting to order at 3:40.  Scott Wilson agreed to take minutes.
Items on the Agenda:

Financial Report
· Jennie presented the financial report for NC from USA Gymnastics.  As of June 3 there were $5000+ in the account with a few bill outstanding.  After looking at a list of gym clubs who had tardy competitive and athlete registration fees for 2015-2016 and examining the Regional apparel expenses that had yet to clear the account, Jennie reported to the Committee that this year’s finances would just about break even. NC USA Gymnastics is a non-profit organization.  The expectation is not to carry large profit margins.
· Three State Meet Financial Reports were shared with the Committee (no report yet from the December Compulsory State Meet). All earned profits of $10K to $48 K.  Full reports are available upon request.
· Medal and Award costs are a large expenditure for state championships.  A-1 is the required provider for the medals. The state account subsidizes the meet director’s costs.  
· Darlene Rose will look into another, more cost effective company to provide the NC-USA Gymnastics State Meet banners.  The state is not required to use A-1 for those awards.
· The cost of Regional apparel was discussed.  Jennie thanked Sarah and Margaret for taking on the task of designing and ordering all the apparel.  There were very few who didn’t like this year’s apparel.

Discussions:
· Bid deadlines for 2016-17 State Meets will be extended until June 16 to assure Thursday availability.
· Jennie will survey NC clubs to see if there is interest in having a Level 1 State Meet in 2017.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The Committee examined the Meet Intent System used to try to predict the amount of interest in each meet on the initial schedule.  The system’s flaws were discussed and correction suggestions made.
· As per Rules and Policies – No refunds for State Meet entry fees less than 10 days before the meet, minus the handling fees for MeetMaker.
· NC USA Gymnastics athlete registration fees will remain $15/gymnast/year.
· NC USA Gymnastics competition fee paid by meet director will remain $2.50/competing athlete.
· All JO qualifying scores for State Meets will remain 32.00 AA.
