TOURNAMENT RULES



1. USA Hockey registered officials will be used for each game. All Referees' decisions are final.
2. Certified medical attendants will be provided for each game as recognized by MN Hockey.
3. All games will be played under USA rules as modified by MN Hockey. MN Hockey ages will be used.
4. Any Canadian teams must wear protective gear as designated by CAHA.
5. An official USA Hockey Roster must be presented to the tournament officials thirty (30) minutes prior to your first scheduled game.
6. If not already mailed, Sixteen Roster Stickers shall be turned in at check-in for scorebooks. 
7. All games will be 12:00 minute stop time periods with running time being applied in the third period if there is a goal differential of 5 or more (Pool or championship play). 
8. Teams must be ready to play (15) minutes prior to scheduled game time. 
9. Teams listed on the top bracket, listed first or in Bold on the game schedule are the home teams and should wear light colored jerseys. Rosemount will always be home team. 
10. Round Robin Pool Play games will be played to a Win, Lose, or Tie. There will be no overtime in Round Robin Pool Play. 
11. Bracket Play games will be played to a winner (see tie breakers for bracket play).
12. One timeout per team will be allowed in each game. Time outs will be one minute in duration. 
13. [bookmark: _Hlk494137687]Trophies will be handed out to 1st, 2nd and 3rd place teams.
14. If a player receives a fighting or match penalty they will not be allowed to play in any remaining tournament games. If a player receives a game misconduct penalty they will be suspended for the next tournament game. 
15. All teams must adhere to District 8 rules. 
a. Penalties:
i. Minor 2:00 Minutes
ii. Major 5:00 Minutes
iii. Misconduct 10:00 Minutes
iv. Fighting ejected from the game and remainder of tournament

16. After 5 penalties, player is ejected from the game. 
17. All games will be played at Rosemount Community Center, Rosemount, MN. 
18. The Rosemount Area Hockey Association and any of its affiliates assume no liability for personal injury to any participants during the tournament.











TOURNAMENT FORMAT
The Rosemount Area Hockey Tournament will be conducted using a round robin pool format. There will be 1 pool containing 5 teams. The pool will result in a first- fourth place team. The first and second place teams move on to play in the Championship Game. Teams seeded 3rd and 4th will play for 3rd place. 

The tournament directors shall have the discretion to go to running time at any time after considering such factors as importance of the game, goal differential, time remaining for games later in the day, etc. and/or if both coaches request it. They shall also have the discretion to alter the ice resurfacing schedule after considering such factors as importance of the game and time remaining for games later in the day. 

Pool Play Points
2 points for a win
1 point for a tie
0 points for a loss

Pool winners will be determined in the order of the following criteria: 
1. Total points 
2. Head to Head 
3. Goal differential (maximum of 5 goals per game)
4. Goals allowed
5. Penalty Minutes
6. Coin Flip

AFTER POOL PLAY IF 3 TEAMS IN THE POOL ARE TIED, HEAD TO HEAD IS ELIMINATED. 

Tie Breakers for Bracket Play
The Championship & 3rd place game will be played to either win or loss. If the game is tied after regulation play a 2-minute rest period will then be followed by 5-minute run-time sudden death period with 4 skaters and a goalie per team. If the game is still tied after the first overtime a 5-skater shootout will be used until a winner is determined. No skater can shoot a second time until all skaters have been used in the shootout. 

TOURNAMENT CONDUCT 
All players, coaches, and spectators are expected to demonstrate good sportsmanship. Cheer on your teams, but be respectful of the officials and the other teams and their fans. Coaches will be held responsible by the referees for the behavior of their fans. Tournament officials will be monitoring each game. Complaints should be made to tournament officials. Tournament headquarters is located in the RAHA Conference room on the west side of RCC. Any complaints about officiating must be initiated by the head coach of the team. Tournament officials will provide a copy of the process to any head coach who wishes to proceed with a complaint. Noisemakers are banned (i.e., cow bells, horns, whistles, clackers, etc.)
