Special guest:  Kevin Erlenbach USA Hockey.  This is the third year in a row for 8U growth in Michigan.  Last year was a record for growth of Girls Hockey in the state as well.  It grew 21.5% in 1 year.  They are seeing that around the country.  Two on Two challenge is their comprehensive program to help Associations maximize retention. In D2 there are 5 Associations for the 2017-2018 season that participated:  Allen Park, Downriver, Detroit, Garden City and Westland.  Club Excellence Portal is a way USA can let associations know of things going on.  Each Association has their own portal that they have access to.  It allows Associations to add custom positions and tasks for their roles so when there is turnover, it makes the transition easier.  Doug suggested they have this for coaches as well. Registration (Rick Frescura):  April 1 you can begin to roster.  You cannot play games until you have a certified roster.  A 2006 cannot play up on a 2005 National Bound team.  Make sure Associations have parents meetings and coaches meetings.  Make sure coaches verify the information on the roster as soon as they receive it.  You must use your legal name on the roster.  If you have a registrar change, please notify Rick Frescura.  All the developmental teams are registered.
STAR/ Safesport (Carl Brogley):  A couple STAR reports have occurred.  No safesport.  Thanks to the associations for handling these promptly.
Financials (Carl Brogley):  Busy time for getting things ready to turn in for D2.  Carl noticed some team financial reports in some of the books during credentialing.
Ace Director (Pat Jesue):  One goal grant requests are due by June 1.  Last year, only three D2 associations applied for the grant.  If you need help ask Rick Pinkowski.  Jack Witt will not be sending out info on clinics until  July.  Age specific modules must be done for coaches to be rostered.  April 14 & 15 for 06, 05, 04 birth years for checking clinics from 11-1pm at BSC.
Girls/Womens (Pat Jesue):  Girls High School Select Camp.  Numbers were low for tryouts.  If you know any players, they can still walk in and tryout.  It is in Farmington March 24 and 25.
If a player owes an association money and that association knows that the player is going to another association, the associations need to communicate with each other.  Having a contract will help with small claims court to collect.
