Pastor’s Message  

A parishioner from St. Peter’s shared: “When I was growing up and we felt sad because someone hurt our 
feelings or scraped our knee, whatever it was, my mom would always tell us to “offer it” up to Jesus. She 
would tell us what a big prayer that could be for someone else. I witnessed that from her in her life a million 
times-when hurt, she would say, ‘all for you, dear Jesus.’"  
 The season of Lent is an opportunity to unite ourselves more to the sufferings of Christ, so that we may 
share in his Easter glory.  Rather than focusing on your own pain, you can choose to redirect your focus to 
helping others in pain.  Redemptive suffering is when you use the pain you are going through to help other 
people.  Ask God to show you someone who is struggling so that you may “offer it” up 
for them.

St. Polycarp (Friday, February 23) 
was a disciple of St. John the 
Apostle, dying a martyr’s death 
around the year 156.  His own 
strength emerged from his trust 
in God.  Living among pagans and 
under a government opposed to 
Christians, he led and fed his 

flock, eventually being burned alive in the Smyrna’s 
(Turkey) stadium.  Our vision statement calls us to 
be “disciples, serving others through God’s love.”  
St. Polycarp, was truly a disciple of Christ, feeding 
his followers with bodily and spiritual food, 
eventually sacrificing his very life in witnessing to 
Christ.
