We held our spring Interior Report on March 7th, Over 40 Coaches, Executives and Parents attended. It was a productive and positive meeting regarding the upcoming baseball season and everything in store for the year. It was there that the Division Directors sat down and planned the interlocking schedules among their associations. 
From March 15th to 20th, Over 25 players travelled from the interior to Mesa, Arizona for a week long camp with Marty Lehn of Big League Experience Baseball Camp in Oliver. There they played a number of games, met various baseball professionals from scouts and team execs to former players and coaches. It was a great trip, and the boys look forward to doing it again next year. 

Since the last time we met, we have held 3 Umpire Clinics throughout the Interior, as well as the 3 Regional NCCP Coaching Certification Clinics. We were also fortunate to host 4 stops on the BC Baseball Travelling Coaches Caravan, with clinics in Salmon Arm, Kelowna, Kamloops and Penticton. 
As well, this month we have fielded inquiries from interested parents and coaches looking to get baseball going in Princeton, and more recently over this last weekend I met with a group of coaches from Osoyoos who attended the initiation clinic in West Kelowna (12 coaches) who are interested in getting baseball going in the Osoyoos area. In 2015, they are looking to play some exhibition games and see where things go. We have put them in touch with SOMBA and our own West Kelowna division directors. 
The Okanagan Athletics have withdrawn from the 15U AAA division for the 2015 season. As well, the Okanagan Athletics Junior Premier Team has folded due to lack of players. At the same time, Vernon has for the first time fielded a 15U AAA team and Vernon, Kelowna, West Kelowna and Kamloops are all fielding 18U AAA teams. We have offered our assistance to these programs, to help them grow strong in the system in any way we can.
