PAL organizes an all-star game the first weekend in December for all of the PAL organizations to
participate in. At the end of the regular season, each organization within PAL selects all stars
from every division (Football & Cheer) to participate in the all-star game. The criteria for picking
an all star are Teamwork, Spirit, Skill, Commitment, Attitude, Leadership, and Respect. The
participants and the coaches all vote for all stars. Then the board tallies the ballots up. The all-
stars are announced at the end of the last regular season home game unless the team is moving

on to the playoffs. In the case of playoffs, all-star participants will be announced at the end of
the last playoff game. All stars must have a verified 2.0 grade point average to be eligible to

participate in the selection process. Practice location and times will be provided at a later date. If

your child is unable to participate in this program, please let their coach know. There is a small
fee for all-star uniform.
