Officials Report
As of 12/4/2019 we are up to 199 officials on staff in WSOA. The highest number we have seen in a long time. Of those 199 officials 50 are new levels ones joining our group! We are continuing our normal mentor program to get all the new officials up to speed to be comfortable on the ice. In addition to our mentor program we still have our evaluation program. We currently have 25 evals done and will continue to strive for our season goal of 100 evals.
WSOA and I have had a lot of training clinics this last month. We held a 4 official clinic ran by Brian Thul, former BIG 10 official. He helped us with positioning in the 4 official system which we use for Jr. Gold. CJ Beaurline, also a former BIG 10 referee held a power skating clinic to give all our guys the opportunity to learn proper technique and get the most out of their strides. Thanks to Sartell we held our first of three 3 official training clinics to help move younger officials up in the ranks to be able to work Bantams some Girls. This month we will continue more training
We still our having some teams who improperly schedule games without officials. If this happens you must do a controlled scrimmage! Please don’t ask my officials to stay for that game. It puts them in a bad spot that they shouldn’t have to be in. With that being said every scheduler has access to our arbiter, go on and check the games for that week make sure that your schedule matches ours. If not please call Duncan or I as soon as you see the error. We want to work with you not against you.
As of today D5 is up to its 3rd game misconduct penalty assessed to a coach and we’re barely into December. Two of the three game misconduct have been out of the district at tournaments. These actions are embarrassing to our district and need to stop.  I want to remind all, that if a coach has a question on a call the HEAD COACH can politely call over an official and ask his question. This however is a privilege not a right and can be taken away if abused.

Q: mentors Are they able to make calls during the game,  A:  They can guide but typically are not making that call on the ice. 
Q: as a minor official in the clock area if the skater is having an issue in the penalty box the minor official should bring it to the attention of the on ice official.
Reminder no parties that are not 18 years or older can be behind the scorebook/penalty area or clock area. Not on the bench of any team.

MOOSE:   group of board went through team genius and are thinking of using them next year. Did have to bump back Squirt A tournament will be in Feb.28th season is going well, everything in full swing. 
River Lakes:   upgraded Zamboni finally up and running, Other than that it is good.
Bantam A coach is in question for fair play point. The coach is signing the sheet at the beginning of the game to ensure the right team and players are on the same. The end of the game is when the coach checks the scoresheet to ensure accuracy. 
Sartell:   been pretty quite, did try to form a junior gold team.  Will most likely have a junior gold team next year.  Did try to offer other kids to play at other associations. It is always within 48 hours after the high school tryouts the team declarations need to be made.
