Belmont Platteville (BP) Youth Wrestling Club
Member Eligibility:  The Belmont and Platteville Youth Wrestling Clubs have joined forces to offer wrestling opportunities to any youth in grades 4K through 8th.  You will need an active USA membership card to practice at both Platteville and Belmont facility.    
Belmont Platteville Wrestling Association is a non-profit organization working on “Building a Strong Foundation On and Off the Mat.”  We prepare our wrestlers to learn the value of preparation and hard work, and the role it plays in achieving one’s life goals.  What wrestlers learn on the mat can be transferred to real life experiences.  Wrestlers are self-reliant, they are mentally and physically fit, they have a great work ethic, and they are self-disciplined, competitive, and responsible.  Wrestlers are goal oriented and very confident.  We would love to give your child the opportunity to learn the great sport of wrestling.
USA Card:
· USA cards are required to participate in Belmont and Platteville practices, in many area tournaments, along with regionals and state tournaments.
· USA Cards cost $40 and are available through the club and the packages offered.
· We will purchase and laminate the USA cards for each wrestler.  
· USA cards need to be ordered before practicing at either facility.  
· If you have already purchased one and don’t need one, please let us know your Id# for our records.  
Fees and Tournament Packages:
The club offers different packages to members based on member chosen participation level. The packages are listed below:
· Package A:  $60 – club membership, USA Card and practice at Platteville & Belmont locations. Members will also have the opportunity to participate in BP tournament and Team duals.
· Package B:  $120 – Complete package with the following: coach selected tournaments from December 2019 through March 2020.  This includes registration for regionals and state, membership dues and USA card. 
· Package D:  $150 same as package C, this package is for anyone new to the club from out of town (not Belmont or Platteville) looking to join our club. 
NOTE: All tournaments are optional.  Most tournament entry fees are $15-$20.  Entry into the BP tournament is free to all BP wrestlers.  Most tournaments require a USA card.  Currently, Lancaster is the only local tournament which does not require a USA card.  If you purchase one package and want to upgrade ½ through the year we will deduct what you paid for the previous package from the new package cost.

· Thursday nights will be from 6:15 pm until 7:30 pm at Park Place LLC in Platteville (Please enter on Batchelor Street).  The door is labeled BP Wrestling and enters at the lower level of the building.  The younger wrestlers will be dismissed by 7:00 pm.
Cancellations/Conflicts:
If school is cancelled or released early due to inclement weather, practice will be cancelled.  We will also send out an email to notify wrestlers and families.  Please check your email if the weather is questionable or check out the Facebook site at BP Youth Wrestling Club.
Club Apparel:  Belmont-Platteville wrestling apparel will be available to order for those who are interested.

SINGLETS:  The club has a singlet available for the members to wear at tournaments.  They are only for tournaments-not for practice, school or daily wear.  Singlet’s will be handed out on 12/1/2019 & 12/3/2019. 
SHOES/HEADGEAR: There may be shoes and/or headgear available on a first come, first serve basis.  
There is a $75 refundable deposit for uniforms.  Please make checks payable to BP Youth Wrestling.  This check will not get cashed unless equipment is damaged or not returned by 4/6/2020.  The use of this equipment is optional for all members.  
Washing instructions:  Wash in cold water and hang up to dry.  NO DRYERS!!!!!
BP Youth Wrestling Tournament: Sunday January 12, 2020 at the Belmont schools.
Families are needed to help run the BP tournament and make it a fun, easy tournament for all.  We need parent help during set-up and registration/weigh-ins for us to have all brackets ready for a 10:00 am start.  Historically we have tournament wrapped up by 3:00 p.m.
Every family is required to assist at the tournament either in the kitchen, the gym, or with other duties.
·  There will be setup required on Friday evening before the tournament, time to be announced
· Kitchen help, setting up starting at 6:30 am in the morning of the tournament-There will be a signup sheet the week before the tournament. 
· Kitchen help, especially from 10:00 am through the 1:30 pm lunch rush
· Table workers to help enter results in the computer
· Clean up after the tournament
· Admission table and registration tables
In addition, each family is asked to donate food items for that day.  Jen Harms is in charge of the food committee, and has a list of items needed for the day.  Each family is asked to bring a pan of bars, cut to approximately 3”x4” and individually wrapped, the morning of the tournament.  This is our only major fundraiser during wrestling season and it takes the entire club to run a successful tournament.
Each family is required to write a $25 refundable check to the club.  This check is given back to you at the end of the year if you worked at least a 2 hour shift at the tournament.  If you are unable to make the tournament and want to make your time up elsewhere please let one of the coaches know as there are several other duties throughout the year that we need help with.  We need this check separate from the uniform check.

Sanctioned Club:
Belmont Platteville Youth Wrestling is a sanctioned club which covers our insurance policy and gets us information on all USA wrestling events and meetings.  In order to be a sanctioned club we have to have a board of directors and bylaws for the club.  Last year we have voted to restructure this and combined the two clubs into one nonprofit organization.  We are working on sanctioning the club as one club under Belmont Platteville Youth Wrestling Club.  For $1.00 your family is able to buy rights to be able to vote on different events and activities for our clubs throughout the year and attend meetings to discuss different things that come up throughout the year.
