Motion made by Brittany that we do away with achievement ribbons at Level 3 State meets going forward.  Seconded by Eric. Discussion held. Consistency issues brought up about state meets by Stephanie. Clarification made.  Pin is gift at state meet. Eric called a Vote on motion – passed unanimously. 
 

0. Xcel Bronze and Silver Fall vs. Spring season.  Feedback came back out of 35 clubs that replied – 15 said fall and 20 said spring.     Not hurting anything keeping in fall and spring. Can combine Level 2 and Bronze into a session.  Based on feedback –  
 

At this time, the committee has decided to keep two seasons based on feedback.  If at any point that circumstances change, the committee will revisit this decision.   
 

0. Discussion about 15 minute warm-up – plan for 20 minutes to not cut their time to 12 minutes.  

 

0. Sign-in sheet – coaches need to register their coaches in the meets so that all their credentials are on the sign-in sheet.  To add people – you must do it through your sanction to confirm that they are active coaches with USAG so no sanction violations given.  Professional is vendor – coach button is for coaches. State meets are imperative to have them added to sanction prior to meets.  

 

0. State meeting date should be looked at now and look at the Meet bid process for 20/21.  

Trevor made a motion to schedule the State meeting on Friday, May 29th.  Seconded by Stephanie.  Vote called by JA – date passed unanimously.  State meeting site discussed.
