Old Business:
1. Judges Cup - December 4-6, 2020. The Gallatin Co. Health Dept. approved LMG to host Judges Cup. Number of athletes per session will be minimized from 40 to 30. Coaches meeting will be via virtual conference a week before the meet. Athletes will enter through the side door, and spectators will enter through the front door. There will be two spectators per athlete allowed. Masks must be worn at all times to follow the mask mandates with the exception of athletes when warming up and competing. There will be two coaches per event allowed.

2. State Cup - January 8-10, 2021. 
a. Kelley of Mismo will draft a rotation schedule as soon as all entries are submitted. 
b. Awards are as follows: Level 2-5 and Xcel B/S/G will receive ribbons on individual events. AA medals will be awarded to everyone.
c. Entries are estimated around 300 athletes.
